ROLY-POLIES (SLOVAF
RECIPE)

. 1-2 1b. butter
1-1b. sifted flour
1 whole ‘egg
3 egg yolks
1 tablespoon sugar
1 tablespoon shortening
Pinch salt
Method: Rub ' the butter ‘and
chortening into the flour, sifted
with the salt and sugar. As you
notice. most of the foreign recipes
give their amounts in weight. One
cup of butter-' is one-half pound,
and four ‘cups of flour weighs one

| pound, so- if you prefer to measure

with a cup, that is what you'll need.

Add the well beaten egg and egg
yolks and then add enough milk to
make a stiff dough. Chill this for
cne hour, then roll out about 1-4
inch thick. Cut into small squares
and roll each square very thin, Put
a teazpoon of the filling on each
and roll up, pressing the edges well
together,

Brush each one lightly with a
beaten egg and place on a greased
cookie sheet. Bake in a hot, 400
deg. F., oven for 12 to 15 minutes.
Of course, you may use jam in the
place of the nut filling, if you like,
but that filling is twfully good.

CAKE IN PLACE OF BUTTER

To go back to Dutch recipes. In
Holland' they seldom use butter on
their bread for breakfast or for
lunch. Instead, they slice this cake
very thin and eat it on slices of
bread.
