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ST JOHN'S RELIGIOUS CENSUS.

"Seven yesrs ago, and again on Saturday
last a religious census of the city of.St.
John was takem in fthe interest of local
churches. Recent bappeniogs have
brought to public notice s>me startling
conditions among the younger element, in
which lack of proper home training and f
church and Sunday schobl teaching was
strongly in evidence. it was therefore
felt to be necessary to acquire more com
plete and accurate information regarding
every family in the city. To effest thisa
scheme was evolved under control of the
city Sunday School Association to visit
every family and obtain the desired statis-
tics. The city was first divided into three
sections, with a chairman for each section
under whom was a chairman for each
ward. The wards were in tura subdivid-
ed into ensumeration distrlets and an en-
amerator for each appointed—some 400 in
all. These .enumerators were maioly
made up of young women from the chur-
ches and Sunday schools.
Each of the enumerators was carefull
instructed and supplied with the neces-
sary blanks and all started on their work
simultaneously at one o’clock on Saturday
afternoon, and before six o’elcck the work
was practically completed. The Roman
Catholi¢ ohurches were not directly. éon-

nected with the work but Bishop Casey
