Woodlot Brings
Good Results

Grazing by live stock and burn-
ing prcbably create more damage
to the farm woed.ot than any cth-
er agencies, and therefore, fcrest-
ers recommend fencing off the
woodlot from cattle and taking
particular care to see that fire dces
not burn over the woods. By follow-
ing certain simple rules farmers
can get good results out of the care
of the woodlot. These ru'es are:
1. Keep the live stcck out of the
woods; 2. confine annual cutting
to a definite area of the lot; 3.
exists: 6 cut inferior trees for woud;
4. favour the thriftiest best-formed
crop trees; 5 remove some of the
larger crop trees where crowding
exists: 6-cut infcricr trees for
wood; and 7. proteot the woods
against fire.

The reason why live stcek should
be kept out of the wocdlot is that
their presence tends to have the
litter trampled under the trees and
packs the soil <o that the water
run-off and consequent erosion of
soil are encouragzed. Further the
admission of live stock to the
woecdlot prevents the proper growth
of the new crop of trees which
comes up under normal conditions
to replace the trees that are harv-
ested. The actual growth of the
standing trees also is reduced
through the abnormal cond'tions
thus set up. By keeping live stcck
out of the woodlot, norma' ¢-ndi-
ticns prevail and with proper thin-
ning of the stands by culling the

One advantage lumber has
over some other farm crops is that
it does not have to be sold immed-
iately in order to keep it from spoil-
ing or deteriorating. If the market
for fuel, fence posts, and lumber, or
pulp; is low, the trees can he a'~
lowed to grow and increase in value.
