Value oi”_Parasites
In Insect World

What are insect Parasites? This
is a question often asked. The
answer is that nearly all insects
are attacked by other species of
insects which may be either pre-
dators of parasites. The predators
destroy their pray by killing and

eating them. The so-called paras-
ites also destroy and eat other
insects but in a different way.
There are many thousands of
species of parasites varying much
in their habits, but the following
general description applies to the
great majority.

In the adult stage, most paras-
ites are two-winged flies (Diptera),
or four-winged flies (Hymenop-
tera). Each parasite species is cap-
able of developing offspring only
on a limited number of insect
species and these are called “the
hosts”. The host may be attacked
in the egg. larval, or pupal stage,
according to the habits of the
parasite specles. When a suitable
host is found, the fly lays one oOr
more eggs, attaching the same to
the surface of the insect pest or
may insert therh into the host by
means of a special piercing ovi-
positor, an operation usually per=
