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Premier Drew’s Statement

The Ontario and Quebec Premiers have
been criticized for being responsible for the
breakup of the Dominion-Provincial Confer-
ence; but the following statement by Premier
Drew, which appears in the verbatim reports
and which got less publicity than it deserves to
have done at the time, surely afforded a com-
mon ground of agreement among the ‘Prov-
inces :

“One thing I could not fail to notice
throughout the statement of the Prime Min-
ister,” Premier Drew said, “was the repetition
of the phrase that the Dominion Government
is prepared to contribute. The Dominion Gov-
ernment contributes nothing. The sooner each
one of us, and the sooner every Canadian tax-
paver, realizes that, the better it will be for the
logical disposition of our problem.

“There is no one here who has not read
comments in some newspapers and probably
there is no one here who has not heard sonre
of the statements over the radio which picture
the Provincial Governments as constantly beg-
ging for further concessions from the Domin-
“jon 'Government. No Provincial Government is
here as a beggar. Each Government here sits
around this table as a partner. There is no
question of generosity on the part of the Do-
minion Government or of lack of generosity.
There is no question of selfishness on the part
of the provinces or of lack of selfishness. What
we are discussing here is the allocation of taxes
paid by the same taxpayers across Canada.
What we are seeking is a procédure by which
these combined taxes may be channelled into
the most effective cqurses to the advantage of
sll the people who live in the nine Provinces.

“There is no Ali Baba’s cave here in Ot-
tawa. The people who will pay all taxes, no
matter which government imposes or collects
them, are the people who live in Prince Ed-
ward Island, Nova Scotia, New Brunswick,
Quebec, Ontario, Manitoba, Saskatchewan, Al-
berta and British Columbia, with a small addi-
tional population in the northern areas, official-
ly represented here, I presume, by the Prime
Minister of Canada. With that small additional
number in the vast northern areas the taxpayers
are the people who live in the Provinces. What
we are discussing is the way in which, by our
sombined qood will and judgment, we may use
the total money the taxpayers pay to produce
the best reswlts in living conditions, production
end security for all these people.”

The significance of this recognition of the
principal of fiscal need by the Ontdrio Premier
seems to have been lost sight of at the Confer-
ence. There are other significant points in the
abovequoted statement, every one of which
eould and shopld have been indorsed 100 per
ecent by our Maritime spokesmen.

A slow-speaking, nail-hard ad-
venturer was walking around the
town of Yellowknife last week in
a bright galden haze, Ulric Joseph
(“Spud”) Arsenault, (from  Wel~
lington, P.EI) a trapper and pros-
feector in the Northwest Territor-

s, had staked out 20 likely-look-
ing claims about 50 miles north of
Yellowknife last year. Last week
Beaulleu Yellowknife Mines Ltd.
agreed to pay him $100,000 cash
for his properties, give him 250,000
shares of stock (worth 50c a share
to start) ip the new company or-
ganized to help them.
Yellowknifers were only mildly
astonished. Such things had hap-
pened with delightful frequency in
the most exciting mine area in the
Western Hemlsphere,
Better than Hollywood. Yellow-
knife is a story-book mining town
on the north shore of Great Slave
Lake; 700 miles north of Edmon-
top, in the cold, desolate sub-
Arctic where temperatures fall
sometimes to 60 below zero. Traces
of gold were first discovered
there in 1898, But fur-trapping
was the area's No. 1 busitess wl-
til, one fall day in 1934, Prospeci-
ors C.J. Baker and H. M. Muir
found high-grade ore on the shore
of Yellowknife Bay. Then the gold
rush was on,
War nipped i, Gold-mining, =
non-essential industry, was stop-
ped. But last week ex-servicemen
were heading north ia droves. The
Negus mine was already back in
producticn. The Con mine (Con-
solidated Mining & Smelting) and
the Giant Yellowknife mine (ex-
pected to be the area's biggest
producer) would be producing
soon, as would a half-dozen others,
Besides, some 250 other companies,
most of them new and almost all
of them with the alluring werd
“Yellowknife”* in  their names
were busy prospecting, drilling,
promoting and hoping. They had
plenty of reason for hope. With all
its curtailments and setbacks, Yel-
lowkaife had already produced

une.

Frank Salerno, 24, a tall, wavy-
haired radio man from Denver,
went to Yellowknife last year for
a vacation, On a hunch, he staked
out 18 claims.

Wash,, a veteren of the Yukon
who says that prospecting in Yel-
lowknife “is easier than anywhere
else,” was chief cook at the Con
mine until 1938. Since then he has
staked 34 c¢Jaims, now has sevcral
hundred thH8usand shares of gold
.stock worth anywhere from 17c
to 50c a share.

Yellowknife, spread out - over a
rocky peniasula and the hub of a
200-sq.-mi. staking area, has be-
come a throbbing roistering nlace
of 3,000 people, quick riches, hard
living, crudity and fun. Said one
amazed visitor: “Just like a_movie
set, only more so.
