FROSTING

1 cup granulated sugar

1-2 tablespoon corn syrup

1-2 cup milk

Pinch of salt

2 squares unsweetened chocolate

2 tablespoons butter

1-2 teaspoon vanilla

Combine sugar, syrup, milk and
salt. Shave and add chocolate,
Stir and heat unti] sugar dissolves,
then cook until a very soft ball is
formed when a little of the mixture
is dropped into cold water, Stir
only to prevent burning. Remove
from heat and add butter and
flavoring. Let stand until cool,
then beat until, thick ehough to
spread. Nutmeats may be added,
if desired.

Method: Slice the buns in halves
—Or you can use slices of fresh
bread: If you do toast it on one
side first and out it fairly thiok.
