At that service the church was
crowded by the comrades of the men
under orders, and by hundreds of
citizens, The memory of that impressive
, and of the earnest and prayerful
‘Giod-speed” with which the men -were
sent forth will long linger in the memory
of nll who were present on that oceasion.

It was eminently fitting, and it struck
a responsive key in many hearts, that yes-
erday, there should be a memorial service
held in the same church in memory of the
wo lads who had 8o gloriously glven thei?
lives in obedience to that loyalty which
prompted thewn as Sons of the Empire to
wo forth a¢ representatives of this Pro-
vince to take their place in: the muster of
the Mother-country’s hosts when her cry
came 1o them. And it was altogether part
of the completeness~ef the whole affair
that he who conducted the service, and
who préached to the veterans who Tépre-
sentedfthose who had marched and fought
and won, should be Chdplain Fullerton:
the pastor who had preached {o them on
the eve of their going forth to war, the
comrade who had joined them for their
¢wnpaigning, endured all their trials and
triumph, and whose herolc conduct as
theic regi lal lain  had end d
him to every one of them.

while for the anthem Kipling's ‘‘Reces-
sional” was sung, Leslfe Cook taking the
soloist's parts.

Chaplain Fulletton preached from the
text—*"To obey i8 better than sacrifice.”
The sermon WAS impressive, and was
made none the less so because the
preache atood up wearing the uniform of
an army chuplain and wove from his text
an nddress which was most convincing in
imparting the lesson that the obedience of
the soldier ends not till death.

The service closed with the Natfonal
Anthem and then the sad but beautiful
strains of The Deéad March floating softly
down from the organ Toft reminded the
departing cong ion of the ser
of war and of the sorrow and griet which
overwhelm the glory of it.

A pamphlet has just been prin-
ted showing  the speeches of the Prime
upon this pr
This pamphlet recites that while still
Leader of the Opposition at Stirling on
November 23, he dealt very fully with
the Irish question, saying:

“‘My opinion bas long been known to
you, It is that the only way of healing
the evlls of Ireland, removing the difficul-
ties of her administration, of giving con.
tentment and prosperity to her people,
and of making her a stréngth 1nstead
of 8 W kness to the Empire, Is that the
Irish pgople should have the management
of their own domestic affairs, ana so far
froni this opfnion fading or dwindlng as
the years pass, it is becoming stronger,
and what is'more, I have more confidence

in its realization,’

“If T were asked for advice by an ardent
Nationalist, Iwould say my desire
to see the effective management of Irish
affairs in the hands of a representative
Irish Parliament, It I were a nation-
alist I would take It any way [ could geb
it, provided it was consistent with, and
led up to their larger policy. Undoub-
tedly it will take time. But I trust that
the opportunity of making a great advan
«ce on this question of Irish Government
will not be long delayed, and when this
opportunity comes, wy firm helief is that
a greater measure of agicement than
hitherto as to the ultimate solution will
be found possible, and that n = keener
appreciation will be felt of the benefits
that will flow to the Irish communities
and British people throughout the world,
and that Ireland, from becoming. dis
affected, Jimpoverished and discouraged
will take its place, a strong, harmonious
and’contented portion of the Empire.’
