ing of thousands of tons of bomnbs
over a long period is the cause of
the long-continued rains. It is a his-
torical fact that most, if not ail,
great battles have had rainstorms
as sequels, even when explosives
were relatively scarce; and it will
be recalled that attempts to pro-
cure showers during the prairie
droughts, were made with ex-
plosives. Some scientists believe that
rain does not fall till water vapor
collects round a particle of dust, to
produce a rain-drop; and there has
been a lot of dust thrown 1nto,the
air lately! Dust, when it gets :into
the higher regions of the air, will
easily travel halfway round the
world. This lends some support to
the bombing theory, especially
when it is recalled that during the
last war, the year 1916 had wea-
ther very much like the present.

Next honey crop will be short I
imagine. In this district there is an
abundant display of apple blossom,
but cool to cold, winds, and rain,
liave kept the bees indoors most of
the time. A lot of our clover was
winter-killed, and I daresay, other
folk's clover too: so there will be a
shortage of honey flow there. I have
planted a couple of rows of annuals
—such as mignonette — for the sake
of the bees, but these are making
slow growth. A lady writing in a
farm paper, says she looks for a
bumper honey crop once in three
years: the other two crops being
medium: a real failure is rare.

Some Bee Plants, Last year I put
down the names of all plants that
I saw attracted the bees, and was
surprised to find such a number.

Among the trees the best honeys
producers are the Willows, Maples,
Linden or Lime-trees,. Apple, Em
and Cherry. Seedsmen's lists
give Alyssum, Antirrhinum, Perens
nial Aster, Candyt'ws, Centajurea,
Larkspur, Scabions, and Sweet Peas,
but most of these plants are. .not
grown in sufficient quantity to make
much difference to the honey crop,
Alsike, White Clover, Alfalfa . and
Buckwheat are not oply valuable
farm crops but are excellent for
fhoney as well. Sweet Clover does
not produce much honey and causs
es the bees to waste time when they
could be better employed elsewhers,
Blueberries and Raspberries are proe
ductive on a large scale, anq the
tall Fireweed (Epiloblum) gives a
mild, clear honey. To close the sea«
son come the Goldenrods and the
Fall Dandalions both good honey
plants; the latter, however, having
the reputation of producing a honey
that gets too hard ang stiff for the
bees to consume if fed to them. In
1942 I found bees visiting Iceland
and Alpine Poppies, Verbascum and
Helianthemum, but they avoided the
Perennial Candytuft.

This is a small
town in the old district of Nor-
mandy In northern France, and it
had, in some wknown manner, be-
come possessed of the tapestry work-
ed by Queen Matilda, wife of wil-
liam T, and her ladies of the court.
