Professor J. L. McDougafl of Queen’s University has
informed a special committee of the Senate, that if
co-operatives, crown companies, government and
municipally owned corporations were taxed on the
same basis as other businesses, they would pay up to
125 millions of dollars in Income and Excess Profits
Taxes annually. )

This means that 125 millions of potential taxes are not
being collected. This additional burden is thrown oa
other businesses, big and small, and on. individual
income tax payers: It is the equivalent of $50.00 for
every individual income tax payer in Canada.

If this 125 millions of dollars of revenme were
collected, the Department of National Revenue could,
without reducing its revenue, wipe out the personal jn.
come tax on 1,423,000 tax payers with incomes below $1800.

A New Danger Has Arisen

This situation is in danger of becoming worse fnstead
of better. A Royal Commission has recommended
that profits, if paid out as patronage dividends to

' customers, should be treated as an expense in com-
puting taxable income. If this recommendation be-
comes law, any business could then pay out all, or
» practically all, of its profits as patronage dividends,
leaving nothing to tax. :

There can be no objection to the paymeat of patronege
dividends. That should be the right of any business.
But as long as there is a tax on income or profits, all
profits must be subject to income tax, Patronage
