and fastened with the board's seal.
As ,goon as the-fleet have discharg-
ed their catch, the oyster police
board and “rummage' the boats, in
order to make sure that the men
have not concealed any oysters a-
board. The regulations of the board
are go strict that no person connect-
ed. with the fisheries s permitted to
take or eat even a single oyster with
out payment, and should the police
discover even so much as a few em-
pty shells on board one.of the boats,
the matter would be immediately re-
ported.

Ag each of the men engaged in the
dredglng must, of necessity, be a
Freeman of the river, and as such
hold an interest in the working of
the fisheries, which is liable to for-
feiture, it is seldom indeed that there
is any cause for complaint.

The most troublesome: parties with
whom the oyster-police have to deal
are local fishermen, who have an in-
timate knowledge of the waters and
know exactly where the oysters are
to be found in the best numbers.
When the outside fleet are at work

Sea beyond the limit of the -fisherles,
the police boats must ever be on the
spot cruising around to make sure
that none of  the vessels cast their
dredges ingide the boundary line.
How ‘profitable oyster piracy would
be. to. anyone with the requisite
knowledge, will be gathered from the
fact that a single small dredge cast
into the waters of the Colne can col-
lect oysters at the rate of a pound's
worth per minute.

Unlike the majority of oyster fish-
eries, the waters of the Colne,though
tidal are, comparatively speaking,
deep.. Consequently even at low tide
the oysters are always under water,
and not, as in so many other places,
exposed at low tide. Moreover, the
{Colne is exceptionally well situated,
as there are no' houses to be seen for
miles along the banks, therefore all
fear ol contamination is eliminated.

GOLDEN TEXT.
‘““The good shepherd giveth his life
for the sheen.'’ John 10:11,
Time,—~October 29 A.D, Place.

‘BXPOSITIONS,

1. Jesus the Door, 1-9. Any one
who seeks to. get access to the sheep
in any other way than by the door,
i.e,, by Ohrist, is a thief and a rob-
ber. The sheep can always tell the
difference between the true shepherd
and- the robber (vs. 3, 4, 26, 27).
Christ's sheep have six character-
istica: - (1) They know the Shep-
herd’s voice (v. 4.) Every sheep in
the East, unless he is sick, recogni-
zes his shepherd's voice as soon as
he speaks. Every one of Christ’s
sheep: recognizes Christ’'s voice. The
true sheep recognizes Christ's voice
despite all the destructive critics. (2)
“The ' sheep hear His voice’’ (vs. 3,
27). 'They . not only know it, they
heed it. This s one of the surests
tests as to whether you are one of
Christ’'s sheep. Are you heeding His
voice ? . (3) ‘‘The sheep follow him'’
(v.27!.  Wherever the sheep see the
shepherd going they will follow (Matt
16:24). The way may seem dark and
dangerous and difficult, but  they
“follow him.'’ (4) ‘“They know pot
the vojce of strangers.”” A true sheep
will not follow a strange voice. The
voice may seem soft and silvery. It

matters not, it is not the voice of
the shepherd. Those . ‘‘Christians’’
who are forever running off after
strangers, j\lst to hear  what they
have to say."’ are not sheep. (5) “A
stranger will they not followf’’ Evi-!;
dently many professed Christians are;
not sheep. : (6).  They ‘‘will flee (roml
him.'"  Jesus is. also the door by
which’ the sheep pass in. To  what.
is He ‘the door? .(1) To salvation,
