The farm belonged to
their late brother, William, unmar-
ried, and was the old home ef the
two ‘women’s father. Victor is an
only son. Have known deceased for
gome years. Had treated her profes-
sionally at the time when her sister
Mary was ill, ten years ago, and
again three years previous - to her
death. Deceased was over seventy
years of age. Ten years ago I treat-
ed her for dilatation hypertrophy of
the heart. Although these are differ-
ent diseases they are usually found
together, being confined . to and ef-
fecting the muscles of the heart. They
are well marked diseases. I have no
hesitation in saying that these and
nothing else were her ailments. In
dilatation the muscles of the heart
give way and pull the valves apart
and permit the heart to enlarge. Her
trouble was in ‘the aortic valve.
These diseases would cause a ciriih
amount of nervousness, tuneasiness,
and a feeling of impending death.
