THE NORNG  GAROIN
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FOR BETTER ROADS.

The movement for better roads is being
energetically pushed .in the TUnited
States. The National Good Roads Associ-
ation is being co-operated with by the
railways. The farmers want better roads
inorder to facilitate the hauling of their
products to the railway stations and the
city markéts.  The railway people know
that the wagon roads are ‘the all-import-
ant and necessary feeders to the steel
roads.

Just now the Illinois Central Railway
together with the National Good Roads
Association have entered upon a plan to
be put in operation next month by ‘whieh
sectionsof good roads at' various focal
po nts between Chicagoand New Urleans
will be constructed as object lessoms.
The railway will convey free all the nec-
essary plant to the varieus points where
operations will be carried on. The com-
panies which sell road-making machines
will supply the necessary machinery and
expert operators. Each community will
be expected to supply other labor, teams
and materials required.

Then the operations will be begun.
According as the experts find the
material at the place of operation to
be best adapted they will proceed

$500 per mile, or a gravel road costing
$1500 per mile, of a macadamized road
costing $3,000 per mile. At each place of
operations a convention of legislators,
farmers and others will ba held at which
good roads and how to make them will
be discussed, and this with the expert
work done will afford the best possible
education in road making. The section
of road constructed will also remain as a
perpetual evidence of the value of a good,
permaneut wagon way.

The Chicago Tribune tlls tha the
movement creates great interest and that
other railways will follow the example

set by the Illinois Central.
