SERBIA READY TO SACRIFICE FOR
THE ALLIES.

NISH, Serbia, Aug. 28.—Comment-
ing on the vote of confidence in the
government by the Serbian national
assembly, the semi-official Samou-
prava says in a leading article:

“To realise the sacred ideals of

civilised humanity, still further sacri-
fices must be made. These sacrifices
will be agreed to and supported by all
the Allies, and consequently by Serbia
too.
“ When it is sought by asking
Serbia, Greece and Roumania to sacri-
fice previous gains so that they may
achieve in the main their national
ideals by the extensive compensation
which they will receive, it would be
lack -of foresight and a showing of
incompetence not to agree to such
sacrifices.”
