There passed away at Mt. Hope, P.
E. I.,.on Sept. 27th, one of the early
pioneers of the Province, in the per-
son of Mr. Samuel Nicholson, who

had reached the ripe age of 103 years

and four months, .

He was born in the Isle of Skye,|

Scotland, on June 1st, 1816, and in the
year 1840, emigrated with his parents
and six sisterg to P, E. I. 'He first
eftleq in Rose Valley, where he mar-
ried his /wife, Christy McLean, who
predeceased him ten years ago. ' Tn
1862, he moved to Mt. Hope, where hy
lived the rest ‘of his long life and
made ‘s comfcrtable home.

He was a man oP 8 deeply religious
nature, and, splendid- qualities on
character, and was never known in
the community to say a bad word cr
do 8 wrong deed. He loved the
Lord’s Day and thg Lord’s Word, and
his life was a benediction to all his
acquaintainces, and all classes spake
of him with affectionato veneratisi,
In early days, he was a notable figure
at the Communions in Dundas Valley-
fleld anq Strathlbyn. Like Bernabas
he was a ‘‘gooq man, full of the Holy
Spirit and faith.” " f

As an octogenarian, he recited
correctly to his pastor, the whole of
the shorter Catechism, and for this
and his -higher standing as a Chris-
tian, his'friends presented him with
a suitable gift. i

He lived the “simple life” and nev-
er required any medical aid. He re-
tained his ‘mental vigor ang natural
health, till ‘within a few weeks of ' lvis
death;, “the silver cord was loosed and
the golden bowl broken and the
spirit returneq to’ God who gave it.”

Pius A. Shea; a ‘Well-known :Lewis-
ton, Maine, .dinsurance agent, . died
Tuesday. night it the €. M. G. hospi-
tal, following an illness of- typhoid fev-
er. Mr. Shea, enteéred the hospital
six weeks ago, ‘his condition ' being
critical at the time: Complications de-
veloped. and for the past week the
case had been practically hopeless.

‘Mr. Shea was born in Lewiston 31
years ago. He wag educiated in the
public schoolg of the city and haa
always resided kere.  his home for
many years having‘been at 30 Elm
Street, ;

He was a successful insurance man
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and- had, at various times, represent-
ed several of the . leading com-
panjes. At one time ..he- was in
charge of the Union Mutual Insur-
ance Co.’s office in Lewiston. ' -Tater

he represented the Prudential - and

United Life Insurance Co., of Port-
land, and was considered one of the
mcst successful agents of the com-
pany.

# Cape Traverse, P. E,. I, sustained
d deep ‘loss in the death of Mr. Robert
F. Lord, who . passed ' away ' June
19th at the age of 71 years. Mr. Lord

'had been a remarkably -active man

until about the first of last December
when he suffered from a stroke of
paralysis. His recovery was oniy
partial, and although he was able to
drive out and occasionally attended
church service during the winter; he
never regained his accustomed
strength. Mr. Lord was born at Tryon,
March 29th, 1848, where he wag a
successful farmer and mill owner. for
many years. On March 17th, 1875, he
married Anna B. Dobson (sister of
the late Rev. Dr., Dobson. From this
marnege the following children are
living, ‘Mrs. Brenton Lea, Tryon; 'F,
W. Lord! of Tryon; Mrs. H. H. Lea,
Jarvie, Alberta; John D. Lord, Cal-
gary, Alta,; Misses Lottie and Amy
Lord of Edmonton;

In June, 1907, Mrs. Lord died ‘and
in November of 1916 the deceased was
married ‘to Mrs.. Matilda Muttart of
Cape Traverse.

Mr. Lord was a life-long m&mber of

the Methodist church, and for many|

years a prayer leader and superin-
tendent of the Sunday School in the
Tryon Methodist Church, After he
came to Cape Traverse he took up the
work in the Methodist Church there.
Right up to the time of his last ill-
ness, he wag assistant supt. of the
Sunday School, and -exhorter = and
teacher of the Men’s Bible Class. Our
brother was one of the men whose
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passing . away leaves the community
and’church poorer.

Besideg ' his \children the following
relatives are left to mourn, a widow,
one sister, Mps. Alexander Morrison |
of Tryon. .Two brothers, Willlam of
Boston “and Rev. C. 8. Lord of Fene.
