He could say nothing and eat roth-
ing and sat for almost half an hour,
then went away., The sorrow-
stricken man said afterwards that
the visit did him untold good.
This incident is kin to that told
in the book of Ezekiel. The prophet
went to sympathize with his fellow
countrymen in the Exile, but he
could say nothing, and all he says
about it is: “T sat where they sat.”
There is society where none i1-
trudes. Moore felt that he found
healing in the mute society of
books. Have we not done the same?
whitman says that whoso tou:hes
his “Leaves of Grass Touches &
man.”
There s life there and he talks to

us,

Surely this is true of books like
the Bible, To get its message Wwe
need to be quiet, Its dews of quiet-
ness fall on the spirit. Keats look-

ed at the Grecian Urn and felt
