The advanced
course varies with the arm,--from
four weeks for Infantry (Rifle) and

elght weeks for the Artillery, to
twelve weeks for the Signal S

War conditions are different in
this war, but the system of having
an officer know thoroughly the job
fre men of ranks have to do has
not changed. Instead, it is even
more imperative today that a jun-
for officer know all details of the
work of his subordinates than ever
before.
Ir the new lightning warfare in
which the Canadian Army is heino
trained, the conditions of the last

remained fairly intact no longer
obtain. Men waging war today
have no time to walt for long de-
tailed orders from superiors--they
must act quickly. Their training,
for this reason, is more intensive.
The training period is broken up
roughly Into two sections--common
to all arms and speclal to arms. In
the first section all candidates in
training take the drill, lectures and
practical work. It is during this
course that they learn how the
Army operates, and the make-up
of all arms of the service and how
they must co-opperate to win the
final victory.

The second phase is intensive
study on their own particular arm
of the service, be it Infantry, Artil-
lery, Signals or in whatever arm the
candidate will eventually take his
command.
