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“ONE-SUIT” DOUBLES

One of the worst failings of
inexperienced players is thet of
doubling an opponent’s overcall
on nothing except great length
in that one suit, Such doubles ‘are
anathema to experts, who have long
known that it is impossible to carry
out good partnership bidding on
the basls of these “one-suit”
doubles. Today's deal s typical,
illustrating the usual eifect of this
sort, of double,

When BEast doubled two clubs, it
was inevitable that. his partner
should have been trapped into
doubling South's rescue bid of two
hearts and the outccme, from the
East-West point of view, was not
salubrious! West opened the king
of spades and continued the suit
for two more rounds whin East
high-lowed, and FEast got in a
ruff, but these three tricks were

L

eugl sonted only by West's two
trump trieks, and thus the doubled
contract was fulfilled, giving North-
South the vulnerable game and
rubber.

East's double of two clubs was
the sort of action that is taken
without the slightest thought or
anticipation of future develop-
ments, The very length of East’s
club suit indicated as positively as
anything can be indicated at
bridge, that the opponents must
have a better spot at which to play
the hands, and under this circum-
stance even a fairly good pair
(which North-South were) is al-
most sure to find that better spot.
Moreover, such a double is often
extremely welcome to the next
player—South in this case—because
he is then justified in making s
bid that he could not well have
made if his partner's overcall had
not been doubled.

Observe that South would have
thought twice about bidding two
hearts if Fast had passed; and in
any case, observe that West would
not have doubled a two-heart bid
except on the assumption that he
was going to find some defensive
help opposite him,
