NEW YORK, Aug. § — (AP) —
When  Prinoéss Anna  Maria
Schwarzenberg, daughter of one of
imperial Austria’s foremost families,
was a little girl, her brothers used
to chant:

“Anna Maria, Anna Maria,
“Bring the water to put out the
re."”

The brothers Schwarzenberg were
inspired by a desire to tease, rather
than an urge to prophesy. But in
the years since they sang that
teasing tune, Princess Schwarzen.-
berg — as Nurse Schwarzenberg —
has done much to put out the fires
of fever and suffering in the world.

Today she i executive sccretary
of the International Council of
Nurses, which makes its wartime
headquarters in New York, The
International Council 1s a federa.
tlon of nurses associations, whose
membership reaches around the
world and includes the United
States. It “stands for self govern-
ment by nurses In their associa-
tlons, for the purposs of improving
their service to the sick and rals.

The  International
Council of Nurses formerly held
such congresses every four years,
but due to the war, one has not
been held since 1937.

“The nursing profession has many
problems to consider,’ the princess
explained in her New York office.
“A mnew trend toward increased
education is coming up for nurses.
The International Council advoc-
ates an increase in the basic edu.
cation of nurses equal to high
school. Then it would like to see
the mursing training laid on this
foundation.
