and prohibition services. Many Am-

King Government’s “Friendly Gesture” May
Be Instrumental in Quashing U. S. Indict-
ments Against W ealthy Canadian Liqu-

None of the Canadians were prose-
cuted since: they did not eome witli-
in. the jurisdiction of the American
courts, The Canadian Government,
of course, would not honor extradi-
tion papers for their citizens for the
violation of a law not recognized in
the Dominion. The indictments had
the effect of keeping these Canad-
jan citizens out of American territ-
ory, however, and for this reason
was annoying to them,

The intimation was given that
there had been considerable nego-
tiating between the two Govern-
ments the upshot of which was the
Canadian anti-clearance law and the
plan to drop the charges against the
Dominion citizens.

There had been considerable spéc-
ulation just why Canada would of-
fer such unsual co-operation with
the United States by prohibiting li-
quor clearances. Some observers saw
the answer in probable action of the
Justice Department to quash the in-
dictments.
