blacks, and pintails. If ducks are
shot until those three species grow
scarce, then the suve result will be
the extinction of all waterfowl
species. The native upland game
birds are, in the north, center, and
west, seeeningly in a worse condi-
tion of peril and scarcity than the
waterfowl.

1t now has become utterly futile
to rely upen the sportsmen and
hunters of this Naticn to voluntar-
ily give drastic proteation to game
or to prevent the lawless elements
from poaching, killing lllegal bag
1imits, and impudent trespass upon
posted farms. No longer, it 1s sald,
is there any good free hunting for
the unorganized hunter.

The effort to induce American
farmers to ralse game for strange
fiunters to come in and kill for &
head fee has, An the main, failed
to produce wide or important re-
sults.

No State can breed or buy evea
one-half enough ccop-reared game
to supply even one-half of its
licensed sportemen with something
to shoot. Im most lccalitles the
hunting of small game has come
down to rabbits, squirrels, allen
pheasants, and wood chucks.

The logical ccnelusicn of the
waterfow] crisis is not at all dis-
tant or obscure. Any remedy to
check the downward plunge must
bs quickly, widely; and forcefully
applied. Slow-moving and dilatory
measures mean sure and certain
calamity . The one sensible reform
measure that still gives a fair
promise of some suceess is the stop-
page of all wild-fowl shooting for
2 full years — not 1 only — and a
firm enforcement of {he regula-
tion. In 1035 greet Feoceral meas-
ures were taken by President
Roosevelt for Federal game salvage.
Who will tielp him to carry them
further? 1t is time for the last fol-
lies and crimes in game slaughter
to be sternly thrust aside before it
is utterly too late to save {tie breed-

(Brooder House)

For the successful raising of in-
oubator chicks i 1s essential to
have a well built brooder house.
The construction need not be ex-
pensive but the buildings used for
the purpose that give the best re-
sults are draught-proof, easily
heated, well Iighted and ventilated,
and can be moved easlly to & new
location each season. Several moves
during the growing season will add
greatly to the growth and health
of the flock. On many farms there
are unused buildings which could
be remodelled to make very good
brooder houses at small expense.

To accomodate 200 to 300 chicks,
a house should be 10 by 12 feet
with standing room for height.
Construction should be strong but
light, and may be erected at rea-
sonable cost as in the following:
Roof — shed type: walls, tightly
boarded with ‘good quality tar
aper on outside covered in turn
with shingles; Floor, double boarded
with same kind of paper between.
One-quarter of south side windows
arranged to tip in at the top for
ventilation; Glass substitutes may
be used with very good results.
Corners inside at floor should be
rounded and this may also be done
a'?gz sides.
