Never famous as a scorer, Cham-
derlain was the tough, rugged type
of player who cculd take his bumps
and hand them out equally well.
His accumulation of penalties was
never favorable to consideration
for the Lady Byng trophy.

But Chamberlain was always
recognized as an inspirational
player whose competitive spirit
and fighting qualities lifted a sag-
ging team many a time.
