With tramway earnings in the
Sydney metropolitan and the New-
castle tram systems (under Gov-
ernment management) of £3,321,774,
the net profit for the year ended
June 30 was £57,272.

| The Government gratified by the
success attending the change -of
policy. This is the second year of
profitable working, and sufficient
money was available at the end of
June to clear all liabilities to the
Treasury, so that in future, it is
promised by the Transport Com-
missioner (Mr. 8. A. Maddocks)
that all surpluses and amounts set
aside for depreciation will be avail-
able for development of the servic-
es. The repayments to the Treasury
of advances to cover losses in the
years 1930-31 and 1931-32 absorbed
practically the whole of the profits
of the last two years, but the la-
bility for accumulated deficits has
now been paid off. The financial
position of the tramways is sound,
and constant improvements are be-
ing made in the Sydney services.

PORT OF SYDNEY RECORDS

The amount of shipping which
entered the port of Sydney during
the 12 months ended June 30 was
the highest in the history of the
port. Tonnage entering aggregated
17,586,164. The figures exceed those
of the previous 12 months by 1,231,-
945 tons. The previous highest re-
cord was for the year 1027, and was
exceeded by the record of the year
just closed by 1,059,366, Increase in
the size of the vessels was particu-
larly noficeable. Taking for com-
parison the year 1929-30, the num-
ber of overseas vessels which enter-
ed was 1388 and the aggregate ton-
nage was 9,706,330, while last year

FORCE BULBS IN FIBER
Next to the simp.e task of forc-

ing into flower those bulbs  which
will produce blossoms when meraly

supplied with water, the easiest
winter garden enterprise is to use
bulb fiber in a bowl, rather than
pebbles and water.

Bulb fiber is usually peat moss
with some plant food mixed in it.
It provides more nourishment for
the roots of bulbs than does water
only and more subjects can be
flowered when it is used. In ad-
dition to paper white narcissus
(and. its yeilow cousin, soliel d'or),
lilies of the valley, Chinese sacred
lilles and hyacinths, which can be
forced in water only, when bulb
fiber is used it is possible to force
Duc Van Tholl tulips, large trumpet
daffodils. French-Roman hyacin-
ths, snow-drops, scillas and crosus-

es

Several lumps of charcoal should
be placed in ths bowl in which
bulb fiber is used. In  planting
bulbs all lumps should be broken
up in the fjber and it should be
slightly moistened.

closet until roots form. When top
growth has begun in the dark
closet the bowl may be brought in-
to the light in a semi-shaded
position until shoots become green.
Then give it all the sun possible.
Fiber shou'd not be water-
soaked but should be kept as
nearly as possible in the condition
of .a sponge which has been
saturated and squeezed so that it
is moist, but contains no excess
water. The temperature of the
room should rise in the day and
fall at night. Between 50 and 70
degrees is the most favorable.
