W. A. STEWART
Congratulations to the Speaker,
Hon. Dr, A. A. MacDonald, were
warmly tendered by Mr. W. Allan
Stewart In seconding the address.
M. Stewart also complimented the
mover (Mr. Strong) on his able
speech, which left little for him to
say.

Prevented from attending the
Legislature at the opening sessions
last ‘'week by reason of a severe col
Mr. W, M. Lea, leader of the Op-
position, made his first appearance
yesterday and spoke for the first
time during the session in the de-
bate on the Draft Address. He first
congratulated the Speaker, stating
that it would be giving away no
state secret to say that he, Mr.
Lea, had anticipated the Speaker’s
election, which he believed was a
well merited one.

The late Hon, Mr. MacNeill' had
filled the position of Minister of
Public Works with credit, Mr. Lea
sald. Indeed,-he believed the choice
had been a wise one and he deeply
regretted his death and tendered
his sincere sympathy to the bereav-
ed family.

The Opposition leader warmly
commended the mover (Mr., Strong)
and seconder (Mr. Stewart) on their
address.“I don't know whether I
should extend my congratulations
to the leader of the Government,”
he added. “I don’t know whether
it is customary.” The financial de-
pression, he believed, greatly as-
sisted the Conservative campaign in
the last provincial election.

The leader of the Government,
Mr. Lea understood, had publicly
expressed  appreciation of The
Guardian and Mr. George DeBlois
for their assistance in winning the

Each nation now is
attempting to sell where they are |
refusing to buy, a situation which |
must be remedied before recovery |
can take place. , !

Mr. Lea . believed he  was the
first member of the House to em-
phasize the need in this Province
of specializing in the three agri-
cultural industries of -dairying,
hog and poultry raising. By rol-‘
lowing ‘this system Denmark has |
become the most prosperous agri- |
cultural country in the world. We |
made some progress in. this res- |
pect but unfortunately our pcople |
were carried away with the idea |
of potato growing on a Ilarge |
scale.

Land fertility, Mr. Lea insisted,
is the most important thing to
keep up on the farm. It was re-
grettable that in this little Prov-
ince we should have' to import
horses from . Western Canada
when we could raise these ani-
mals at home much more cheap-
ly.

The Opposition leader com-
mended the Government's efforts
to secure a suspension of the
British embargo on Canadian
potatoes. He did not think any
one from this Province, however
competent, could succeed where
the Canadian High Commission-
er, Hom G. Howard Ferguson,
has not succeeded, and he
thought the sending of a provin-
cial representative was, in the
circumstances, quite useless. How-
ever, he understood the Premier’s
position in the matter. It had
been praclically impossible to re-
fuse to send a delegation in face
of the wurgent requests which
were being made.

Mr. Lea was surprised that the

Minister of Agriculture had not
made more attempts to market
our potatoes nearer home. The

Federal Government has paid a
bonus to assist the Western
wheat growers. The rate of
freight is still maintained at 19 cts.
per 100 1lbs. on potatoes. Could |
not the Canadian National Rail-
ways reduce that rate to enable
us to market our potatoes? Even
if they carried them at a sligh'
Joss to the Railway it would dis-
tribute a great deal of money
among our farmers. Strong pres-
|sure’ should be brought to bear
by our Federal members to sec-
ure this concession. Not only
should this matter have been
mentioned in the Speech, but ac-
]t!on should have been taken long
.ago to bring this about.

Ironic surprise was expressed by
the Opposition leader at the fact
that in the whole Speech from the
Throne, there was no mention
whatever of cranberry growing, es-
pecially in view of the manner in
which the hon. member for Third
Prince had “harped” on this sub-
ject during the election campaign,

A reorganization of the livestock
industry m the near future was
strongly urged by Mr, Lea. It was
most regrettable, he said, that only
from 3 to 4 per cent of the male
animals of the Province were pure
bred. The encouragement given to
boys’ and girls’ clubs was commend-
able, but it would be a long time
before the benefits of this scheme
would be realized.

Reading The Guardian as he was

coming to Charlottetown on the
train yesterday, Mr, Lea said he was
particularly interested in the hog
grading report f 1031, and in the
fact that Miscoir™w 2 holds the lead
for marketing a higher percentage

of select bacon hogs. He emphasiz=
ed the increased value to farmers if
a still larger percentage of hogs
marketed were select.

The money received from the fox
industry this year, even at compar-
atively low prices, amounted to mil-
lions of dollars. What would the
Province have done without it? Mr,
Lea helieved the time will come
again when breeding animals will
be in demand and Prince Edward
Island will again come into its own
in this phase of the industry.
