MENELIK AGREES
T0 THE OPEN DOOR

Romg, Aug. 16.—Abyssinian  dis-
patches reeeived here say that King
Menelik has signed the Franco-Italian-
British convention relative to railways
to be constructed there, and that the
convention will be commnnicated to the
Parliaments of the interested states as
soon as they meet.

NEw YORK, Aug 14.--A special cable
to the Sun, from London, says: There
is great interest in naval circles in the
suggestion of Rear Admiral Bradford, of
the United States Navy, for a gunnery
competition between picked teams from
British and American battleships. In
the British Navy there is a tendency to
discredit somewhauv the records of the
good shooting of the United States Navy,
It is not denied that there are many
good marksmen across the Atlantic, but
it is pointed out that the American ser-
vice target is considerably larger than
the British, while the' Americans do not
carry their shooting on the lines of Brit-
ish battle practice, regnrdless of wea her
and under such conditivrs as would pre-
vail in war. Hunning target practice in
the American navy is carried on often in
smooth water, rendering it much easier
to score a large percentage of hits. Con-
cerning the selection of a representative
British gunnery team, the Royal Marine
Artillery heads the record as having the
best heavy gunners in the fleet.
