the autumn period, an increase of $1.50 or abolut
9 1-2 per cent.  After Nov. 3o, they are to rise
progressively to $10.50 next June—235c¢ more
than last June's ceiling.  Thereaiter the ceiling
will stay at this figure, t h prices will, of
course, be free to fluctuate scasonally below i,
Moreover, a premium of soc per ewt, is to be
allowed above the basic ceilings for the highest
quality beef. At the same time, the Food Cor-
poration will s ready to purchase cattle “if
there is at any time a surplus which threatens
to depress prices unduly,” and retains sole con-
trol of exports. In other words, a substantial
upward adjustment in prices has been offered
in order to bring out cattle supplies immediate-
ly and thus remedy the long-continued beef
shortage, and an over-all increase in prices has
been provided for. The *“cost” of the new
policy is, of course, the break in retail price ceil-
ings, the consequent effect on living costs, and
the possible further increases in cost-of-living
bonuses,

There are jeserves in
various parts of the country, the
Indians thereon being under the
supervis‘on of the local agents of
theBranch. The activities of the
Branch include the control of cd-
ucatlon, the care of health, the de-
velopment of farmin and other
pursuits, administration of Indian
funds, and legal transactions. This
general supervision of the Indians’
welfa:e is held to respons ble
for the ‘mproved conditions under
Wwhich they live, and the consequent
Increase i ntheir numbers,

An Indian may become enfran-
chised, but when ~ he does he lcsee
the special protection attached to
the warship.” In the older provinces
many of the Indians have become
enfranchised and are making a jv-
ing in varjous ways, just as are
their white brothers. As st:uctural
steel workers they have an interna-
ticnal reputation. They have help-
ed build some of Canada's great
bridges and some of the biggest
skyscrapers in New York and other
American cities, These Indians are
industrious citizens, Incidentally,
many Indians have volunteered for
war services.
