SPASTIO CONSTIPATION

The majority of cases of constips-
tion can be helped by rough foods—
cabbage, lettuce, cauliflower, fruits,
apples, whole wheat bread. This Is
because their type of comstipation
is caused by a lazy bowel or a lazy
liver and gall bladder, These rough
foods could cause irritation of the
bowel in the type of constipation
due to nervousness and emotional
disturbances.

During and since World War II
there has been an increase in the
percentage of cases of nervous or
spastic constipation because of the
temseness of nerves, muscles and
blood vessels. This tenseness causes
the little nerves and muscles in the
lining of the blood vessels to tight-
en, making the blood vessels smaller
across, resulting in spasm-—hence,
the name spastic constipation.

This means that the wastes in

Acouiring calm-
mess of spirit, trylng to remember
that -ufficient unéo th> cday is the
evil thereof, will ralieve tension
and prevent gpastic constipatloq,

CHRISTMAS CARDS

Origin of a World-wide Custom
Christmas cards were first print-
ed in London more than ninety
years ago, but did not become popu-
lar until seventy-three years ago.
The first Christmas card was
only a visiting card on which was
written the greeting, “A Merry
Christmas,” or “A Happy New
Year,” Snow scenes, holly branches
and robins appeared later on em-
bossed cards, probably picturing
English Christmas scenery, as the
robin is knowa in England as the
Christmas bird, and also as “The
Saviour’s bird,” because of th?
legend of its red breast. This bird |
is still seen on Christmas Cards,
but not so often as formerly.

Karat marking on jewelry indl-
cates the amount of gold in the
alloy. Pure gold Is 24K, A “12K"
marking tells you that the alloy
contains 12-24's or one-half fine
gold; 14K means 14-25's is pure
gold.

In “gold-filled” or “rolled gold
plated” jewelry, a sheet of alloyed
gold is secured mechanically by sol-
dering, welding or brazing to a
less expensive metal base. Descrip-
tive terms for these pleces wili
tell you the karat. fineness and, in
fractions, the proportionate weight
of the gold shell. For example, an
article advertised as “1-10 12K
Gold Filled” means that one-tentn
of the weight of the piece is an
alloyed gold shell containing one-
half pure gold.
