Among the new buildings which are
being erected in Charlottetown is a
double tenement house on Water St.

“I have intended writing for a long
time, but somehow did not seem to get
the chance. Received a letter from you
a few days ago.

1 would not be without
it for the world. I am not getting all
of them, but I get on an average
three every week.

Things are fairly quite here just at
present. Last night there were certain-
Iy putting them uncomfortably close.
It is not at all conductive for a good
night’s rest to have these pill-boxes
dropping around. I sincerely wish
these Germans would keep their little
remembrances to themselyes, espe-
cially at pight. This is a proper picnic
however, compared to the fighting ar-
ound Ypres.
