52 Years Feat Has
Been Accomplished.

ST. CATHARINES, Ont., July 29
—Buffalo’s husky band of oarsmen,
competing under the Westsides
banner, tonight ruled over the
Royal Canadian Henley Regatta.
Westsides led the other scullers
with 43 points, garnered on the
basis of three for a win, two for
second and one for third. To Can-
ada, hower, went the singles crown
and the Hanlon Memorial Trophy
for victory in the senlor eights
event for the North American
championship.
Leanders fought off the challen-
ges of the Buffalo and Wyandotte
crews in the feature race. Leanders
gained a half length lead at the
half mile mark over the Buffalo
oarsmen and stubbornly clung to
the advantage to the finish of the
mile.
