—Voluntary news censorship adop-
ted after the United States went |
to war Dec. 7, 1941 was abolished |
today by order of President Tru- i
man. §

The President in mid-afternoon ;
sent to Byron Price, director of
censorship, a directive declaring
such censorship at an end as of
this moment.

The order was made publio at
3:35 pm, E.D.T.

It instructed Mr. Price to:

1. Declare voluntary censorship
at an end.

2. Direct the Office of Censor-
ship to cease at once the censor-
ship of all international communi-
cations.

3. Give 30 days notice to all em-
ployees except a small group need-
ed to liquidate the agency.

Mr. Price sald only last week
that he was ready to disband his
organization. At the time he re-
marked to reporters:

“I am making the funeral arran-
géments.”
