VICTIM OF MILL ACCIDENT
PASSED AWAY ON SATURDAY
IN HOSPITAL
Another death under exception-
ally sad clrcumstances was. that of
Mr, Benjamin Compton, of Belle
River, which occurred at the
Prince ®dward Island Hospital on
Saturday morning. : .
It will be remembered that Mr.
Compton was prought to the hospit
al by special train on Monday last
suffering from terrible injuries re
ceived while at work in his saw
mill,
The accident occurred while Mr.
Compton was stooping to piek up
the last board to go through the
planer when the belt of the engine
snapped where the ends were laced,
the end of the belt lashing the de-
ceased a blow on the face of such
severity that it broke his jaw bone
and pulled one eye out and other-
wise injured  his face. Asceptic
poisoning from the laces is said to
have entered the wounds and af-
fected the brain. The accident is
one of the most dreadful that has
ever occurred here,
The deceaséd was 67 years of
age and with his brother conducted
one of the most successful milling
industries in this Province. He was
a splendid type of citizen and had
a large circle of firends who will
learn with deep sorrow of his de
mise.
