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THE POPE AND PEACE.

Among the other ‘“powers” to
whom the Czar’s circular note in re
gard to disarming was sent was His
Holiness, the Pope. It so happened,
whether by design or omission of the
Russian foreign office, that the mis
sive did not reach the Vatican until
about two weeks after it had been re-
ceived at the other courts of Europe.
And it also turns out that no reply
has been sent. Whether the answerd
has been delayed, out of resentment
for the delay of the Czar's message
remains to be seen. In the mean-
time the Roman newspapers #hich
usually are the exponents of the
views o6f the Vatican are discussing
the Czar’s proposal in no cordial
spirit.

The Pope has been so generally re-
garded as the friend of peace that his
cordial acceptance of the invitation
to join in a peace conference was

| counted upon with great , certainty.
But both the Observatore Romano

and the Della Verita,
quoted as saying:—*Disarmament im-
plies peace, bat how can - eontinued
peace be guaranteed in Europe so
long as the question of the Pope’s
temporal power is left open ¥* This
position is vigorously attacked by the
anti clerical jcurnals, which hold the
Pope responsible for the utterances of
his reputed organs. One.of them-de-
plores what it calls the dreadful fact
that “While all the powers of Europe
are dreaming of universal peace, the
chief of the Roman Catholic Church,
who claims to represent Christ “on
earth, alone preacheswar.” This
seems an extreme and unwarranted
view. The Pope has. not preached
war, but the clerical journals clearly
indicate that the only hope ofa re-
stored temporal power rests om the
SW

Some possible combination of the
Roman Catholic nations seems to be
held by them in hope to effect the.
restoration of the states of the church.
but at this distance the prospect is’
not bright. Whether or not the
papal policy is opposed to reducing
the vastimilitary armaments under
which Europe at present groans, it
sufficiently appears that the pre:s
which has been fmost  dispoaed tol
throw obstacles in the way is that of
the clerical party in Italy and the
press of France. The latter still 3
for the restoration of her lost prov-
inces on the Rhine and the .Papacy
clings to the equally forlorn hope of a
restored temporal power. Neither
of these objects can be ob-
tained by  peaceful methods.
In the last analysis their hopes rest-
only on the chances of war, and thesn
long cherished purposes may yet turn
the scale toward war. At present
the agencies making for peace are not
strengthened by the attitude of either
France or the Vatican.

It seems that a supreme effort was
madg in the province of Quebec to
obtain votes enough to counterba.
