ARBOUR DAY,

Arbour Day is not observed in Can-
ada to the extent which its import-
ance warrants.

The people of Canada must ever keep
in b‘nd their dependence upon her
forests. With large areas suitable on-
ly for forestry purposes, it is essen-
tial that the value of trees and their
protection should be thoroughly im-
pressed upon Canadians.

While Arbour Day is observed in
the rural schools, and in some city
schools, its recognition by the gen-
eral public is.not as generai as it
should be.

In the province .of Prince Edward
Island, Arbour Day is celebrated to
a limited extent in the schools. This
is not sufficient, however. The obser-
vance of Arbour Day should be gener-
al. There is need in every part of
Canada for the education and in-
struction which Arbour Day repred
sents. The day should be observed as
a public holiday, at a time most
suited to the climatic conditions of
the locality. Public recognition
should be given to Arbour day, and
the planting and protection of shade
trees, the preparation of flower and
vegetable gardens, and the thorough
cleaning up of homes and surround-
ings should. be advocated as special
duties for the day.

Arbour Day has its justification in
the value of trees, from whatever
point of view they may be consider-
ed. Nothing contributes so much to
make the world a pleasant place to
live in as trees. The true home feel-
ing is not. satisfied without the pre-
sence of the trees, with their shelter
and shade, their beauty of form: and
leaf, their' blossom and fruit, their
varying shades with the passing of
the seasons, and their fulness of col-
our in the awumn days. Theéy also
afford homes  and shelter for our fea-
thered friends—the birds—during their
annual visits to us.

There is nothing which wiil add
beauty and value to a home or the
schoolhouse more than the presence
of trees; ther¢ is likewise nothing
which adds more to the comfort of
the pedestrian than shade trees on
the roadside. The way wmay be long
and dusty, but under the ~onl shade
of the trees relief is found.

It is hoped therefore, that the cele-
bration of Arbour Day will become
more general; that the planting and
care of . trees and- shrubs -around
schoolhouses, homes, public spaces
and by roadsides may have the efiect
of developing a keener .appreciation
of the value and beauty of trees; and
that in thus enlarging the field of
Arbour Day activities, greater inter-
est may be created in 'the protection
of our Canadian forests from the
recklees destruction by fire and the
axe with which they are threatened.

CORONATION OF THE
MIKADO ON NOV. 10,
TOKIO, April 17.— The cabinet to-
day fixed Nov. 10 as the date for the
coronation of Emperor Yoshihito. The
ceremony was to have taken place
last November, but a postponement
was made necessary by the death of
the Dowager Empress.

SOME OF SOLDIERS
CANNOT GET KILLED

PARIS'  April 20— (Correspond-
ence.)—"Many of us, soldlers and offi:
cers,” says an official who has . been
at the front since the beginning of
the war, “have faith in a mysteripus
power analogous to antique fatadity
which disposes of our sort. Those that
it favours we say are in luck:’ = .The
greatest imprudence does not affect
their invulnerability. Others seem
fated to sacrifice; if they escape from

a pitched battle, a spent ball or a
fragment  of shell will get them
the following day, miles behind  the

trenches, while they are in apparent
security.

“This' iustinctive belief brings a
certain tranquility, not only to those
who- :think that they are ‘in luck,’
but as those also who are in doubt
whether they possess a lucky star.
‘No one escapes his fate, they say,
‘Iif one is slated for.death, what is

the good of taking precautions; the
bullet that’s intended  for me - will
find me.’

“Certain cases seem to bear out

this superstition. One of them was
related - by an officer of the general
staff, tall, cool, almost as phleg-
matic as an Englishman behind his
eyeglasses, and so careful to exag-
gerate nothing that he seems to
contemplate the most tragic events
with the wrong end of his spy-glass.

Determined to be Killed

“‘I ought to have been killed a
hundred times,” he told me, ‘At the
moment of the general mobilization
I was in the staff of the general of
division, . to whom I was personally
attached after years of very close
collaboration: he treated me  some
what  as his personal aide-de-camp,
I went everywhere with him. . A
few days after’ the. declaration of
war he was informed of the death
of his wife, whom I knew he ador-
ed. He concealed his pain, but I un-
derstood at once that.the blow had
crushed him  and that he had made
‘up his. mind te. get.himself killed.
He took me with him “wheré the bul-
lets were thickest, The " division
was on the eastern frontier, and along-
side the storms of shrapnel that burst
above. our heads the German bom-
bardment of today are small incidents.
Every other day we went to the first
line, and while the men lying round us
fired at the Germans, we remained
erect to encourage them.

Courts Death in Vain

myself “In ten minutes or even in 5
minutes perhaps  it'll be my. turn.”

We succeeded in getting the pieces
into shaps and dragging them out
of danger, but instead of following
the direct route toward ‘our lines,
the general proposed that we make
a little detour, “in order,”” .he said,
“that the men may not have the im-
pression that we are retreating.” We
followed a route on the side of
hill, which during several hundred
yards passed over a space of abso-
Jutely uncovered ground, between tthe
two firing lines. If T had been alone I
should have covered that space at
double-quick. The general, though, de
clared thal this precipitation would
have produced a bad effect upon the
troops, po it was at a walk that we
crossed this exposed ground, offering
ourselves as targets to the German
infautry.

say they received no medical atten-
tion  at childbirth, Swiss women are
supplying babies, clothing at the rail-
way stations for the unfortunates,
Many of the older children who have
arrived also cannot be identified.

The Swiss began supplying money
and food for the returning prisoners
and babies, hut their funds were in-
sufficient to continue thie work. They
are uow placing hot water and soap
on the station platforms for the wash-
ing of clothing. The released prison
ers seem cowed, -and unwilling to de-
scribe the treatment they received in
Germany.
