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E‘_ennis Titles Decided
At Halifax Tournament

HALIFAX, Aug. 7 —(CP) —
Montreal's little Henri Rochon
played up to his ranking as Can-
ada’s No. 1 net star today, dis-
playing superb court generalship in
gapturing the open singles crown of
the Canadian lawn tennis champ-
lonships.

The 25-year-old Montrealer was
in commarmxd throughout his final
match against Vancouver's brilii-
ant Lorne Main, winning in four
sets, 6-3, 6-4, 4-6, 6-2. It was the
first Canadian win since that by
Don McDiarmid of Ottawa in 1940.

The women's singles crown re-
turned to the United States with
Mrs. Baba Lewis of Jamaica Plain,
Mass., stroking her way to a 6-0,
6-1 triumph over defending champ-
{on Patricla Macken of Montreal.
Mrs. Lewis, who won the event in
1946 and is ranked 2lst player in
the U.S., was breezing all the

way.

Montreal's veteran twosome of
bespectacled Edgar Lanthier and
Gordon H. MacNeil came through
with a repeat victory in the men’s
doubles event, winning their final
match from Main and Walter Stohl-
berg of Vancouver in four sets.
Scores were 61, 1-6, 6-3, 6-2.

Mrs. Lewis later palred with
¥dith Sulivan, pretty 17-year-old
junior from Belmont, ~Mass, t0
win the ladies doubles event,
triumphing in straight sets over
Miss Macken and Elaine Fildes of
Montreal, 6-2, 6-2.

Roohon was at his crafty best in
adding the national crown to his
1949 provincial titles of Ontario
and Quebec while also comtinuing
his mastery over the West Coast
ace. He defeated Main in the Que-
beo final.

But it was Main who paved the
way for the all-Oanadian final be-
tween two members of Canada's
1049 Davis Cup team by ousting
W. J. (Bill) Tully of Bronxville, N.
J., defending champlon, in a
gruelling five-set semi-final yester-
day. Tully who defeated Rochon
in straight sets to win the title
last yeur, was run ragged by Main
who outlasted the American 4-6,

, 63, 46, 10-8.

Little Henri is the second French-
speaking Canadian to win the
title. The late Marcel Rainville,
a0 of Montreal, won it in 1934.
Out of 51 competitions since the
Nationa) event started non-Can-
adians won it 36 times.

Mrs. Lewis got in  on. a third
ptle—a feat she aoccomplished in
19486—when she and E. Blair Haw-
ley of Cambridge, Mass, captured
the mixed doubles event in an all-
American final. = They defeated

With New York State and Bri-
tain not recognizing Charles’ N. B.
A. title, this week's battle may
eliminate one contender from a
long list who have laid claim to
the crown held by Joe Louls for
almost 12 years,

It's only 49 days after Charles
won his “world” crown by defeat-
Ing Jersey Joe Walcott at Chicago,
that he lays that title on the line
sgainst Lesnevich. But even with
the heavywelght situation hot in
the attention of sports fahs, th'e
boys who make the odds don't
think this is Mmuch of a contest.
They list the 28-year-old Cincin-
nati Negro as a lopsided favorite
over his 34-year-old foe.

Whether the New York State
Athletic Commission will reco3-
nize the winner of this fight as
new world champlon, chairman
Eddie Eagan hasn't disclosed. And
in Britain, the British Board of
Boxing Control is all set to recug-
nize its own “world” champion,

The B.B.BC. has indicated It
will Jook on the winner of the Lee
Savold-Bruce Woodcock bout as
title claimant. That fight is set for
some time .in September, depend-
ing on how soon Woodcock recov-
ers from an automobile accident he
was in last week.

Chances are the winners of Wed-
nesday night's fight and the Sa-
vold-Weodcock battle will meet in
New York next summer—and that
may finally settle the storms of
controversy in heavy ranks

He retrieved shots that looked
good for sure placements, and
scored beautiful passing shots at
the net. That was where he won
the title.

The match was played before a
capacity crowd on the sun-baked
clay courts of Halifax's South-End
Tennis Club. Orxce the gallery was
reprimanded by the veferee for
commenting during the play. This
came after a long rally when
Main moved to the net and some
one shouted: “Put it away.”

In yesterday's Tully-Main match,
the 19-year-old Vancouver star wore
down the slender American by a.-
ternating his ground strokes from
corner to corner of the back court.
Tully, 23-year-old captain of Notre
Dame's tennis team in 1947, stopped
frequently in the late stages of the
marathon to have cramps massaged
out of his legs.

Rochon reached the final in a
less spectacular four-set match,
disposing of James Macken of
Monrtreal, 1-6, 8-6, 6-4, 6-3. Macken,
playing a steady game and scoring
frequently on smashes from the
net, had Rochon worrled in the
first two sets but the match was
over long before Tully and Main
left the tourt.

MacNeil and Lanthier weie car-
ried to the five-set limit by Hali-
fax's popular Bauld brothers, Don
and Gordon, in the semi finals, The
Montrealers finished strongly to
oust Nova Scotia’s doubles champ-
ioms 6-2, 3-6, 7-9, 64, 6-4.

In the bottom bracket, Main and
Stohlberg moved into the final in
the third five-set match of the
day. They ousted Tully and Haw-
1ey 75, 6-1, 0-6, 1-8, 75.

Miss Fildes and Miss Macken
entered the final of women's
doubles. with a 63, 6-4  triumph
over Mrs. A.R. Porter of Mont-
real and Miss Hopkins.
