When she spoke at Portland a
few days ago, The Lady Tweeds-
muir asked that a copy of a paper
previously read should be lent to
her so that she might take some
of the drives through the country
of Leeds that were mentioned in
it. People. who cling to the main
highways of this section miss a
great deal of interest and scenery.
It is true that the main roads pos-
sess attractive surroundings, but
many of the side-roads are even
more attractive, and most of them,
especially in rear townships like
Bastard and Leeds and Lands-
downe Rear, have surprisingly
good gravel or macadam surfaces
at this time of the year. It
is neither safe, nor comfort-
able to travel at high speed over
these narrow and not always
bump-free surfaces. But one may
make a leisurely ' progress over
scores of little-known roads in the
country and gain marked benefit
therefrom. There is liitle traffic,
there are pleasant contacts and
the scenery, especially at this sea-
son, is of surpassing beauty —
Brockville Recorder and Times.

Coming. back from Spain, where
he had the experience of bombing
raids, Prof. J. B. Haldane, dis-
tinguished British scientist, is
frankly critical of the British Gov-
ernment’s air raid precaution
plans. He claims that the great-
est damage in war time is caused
by big explosive bombs rather
than by gas or incendiary bombs.
The solution offered by Prof.
Haldane is the construction of a
vast system of tunnels in which
the people of Britain's large cities
might take shelter in such an em-
ergency. This scheme would cost
in the vicinity of* 400,000,000
pounds ($1920,000,000.) In London
alone expenditure of 100,000,000
pounds  ($480,000,000) would be
necessary. In two years sufficient
tunnels could be built to accom-
modate the entire population of
the world metropolis. He proposes
that the tunnels should be brick=
lined and 60 feet below ground
level, with entrances not more
than 1,000 yards apart. In addi-
tion to this plan of tunnel build-
ing, he suggests immediate con-
struction of trenches in parks and
open places as partial shelters.
Prof. Haldane would also have the
entire population instructed in the
use of gas masks. He objects to
the policy of storing gas masks
until an emergency arrives, be-
cause issuing them to the public
would constitute' an insoluble prob-
lem, nor has he much use for the
“home-made” gas proof room, as
suggested by the authorities, —
Kingston Whig-Standard.

Once again the engineering gen-
ius of the Clyde has come to flow-
er in the launching of the Queen
Elizabeth. The hull of the vast
super-liner, which one day may
seek the cherished blue ribbon of
the Atlantic, slild smoothly down
the slipways, settled comfortably
in the water, and under the con-
trol of puffing tugboats, glided
gently to the fitting-out basin,
there to undergo months of pre-
aration for its first trip to sea.

Thus the in-
Jjection of pituitary extract, which
seems to hasten tne digestion and
use of starch in the system, has
given good results in many cases.
The viosterol treatment which
stimulates body processes has
given brilliant ' reswits in most of
the cases in which it has been
used from one to three months.
A most interesting discovery has
recently been made which would
seem to prove that starch foods
and their handling by the body
tissues has much %o do in causing
acne was reported in the Journal
of the American Medical Assccia-
tion some months ago by Dr.
Joseph Wortis.

As you know, the latest treat-
ment for dementia precox is to
administer a large dose of insulin
which produces what is known as
insulin shock. In the successful
cases, when the patient recovers,
his mind is clear and often re-
mains that way. It so happened
that in six of Dr. Wortis' cases of
dementia precox, the patients
were suffering with acne of the
face, and after the insulin shock
the acne cleared up. Despite the
small number of cases (six), all
the patients were so definitely
benefited that these satisfactory
results should be made known.

‘It is possible - that both dem-
entia precox and acne are associa-
ted with some common disturbance
of the digestion and handling of
starch by the body processes and
this disturbance {s corrected or
removed by the use of the insulin.”
While Dr. Wortis. does not rec-
commend insulin shocks treatment,
which so greatly reduces the®sug-
ar in the blood, as the routine or
regular treatment for - acne, he
considers it possible that keeping
the blood low in sugar by small

regular doses of insulin, under
suitable precautions, may prove
serviceable.
