Missionary Is
Slain By ‘“Reds”’

HANKOW, China, Nov. 1.~Unit-
ed States Consular authorities said
today reports that the Rev, Bert
Nelson, Lutheran missionary from
Minneapolis, Minn.,, was shot and
killed by Communist bandits who
had held him prisoner for nearly
two years, were unconfirmed, but
that circumstances indicated they
were correct.

' Chinese who escaped from a ban-
dits camp 100 miles northeast of
here arrived yesterday with word

‘|that the missionary, who was last

reported in good health, was slain
by the bandits two months ago.

Lutheran missionaries and Chin-
ese military officlals here have un-
dertaken a search to determine the
route the brigands took when re-
treating before provincial military
forces in the possibility that Nel-
son’s body may be found,

0. O, Skinines, Lutheran mission-
ary at Sinyadg, telegraphed that
he also had received word that
Nelson was slain and he was seek-
ing information independently.

Became An Encumbrance To Flee-
ing Bandits

Chinese who reached here said
Nelson had proved an encumbrance
to Communists when they were
fleeing from provincial troops and
was slain for that reason,

It was belleved he was executed
simultaneously with a kidnapped
Chinese General on August 3.

Oct. 5, 1930, in Kwangshan, South-
eastern Honan Province, the cap-
tors originally demanding $100,000
(gold). When this was not forth-
