OTTAWA, May 17 — (OP)
Cheese production grabbed the )ime-
light from the $3,890,000,000 war ap-
propriation in the House of Com-
mons today as opposition members
urged revision of the price to en-
sure greater return to the producer.

Agriculture  Minister Gardiner
sald procuction so far did not ap-
ar t0 be so small as to menace
the 150,000,000 pound contract
with the United Kingdom govern-
ment, Hr did not favor raising the
price or otherwise changing the
federal policy until it appeared
the contract requirements were in
danger.

Last year Canada had produced
202,000,000 pounds of cheese and
production to this extent was not
required in 1943.

Cant. G. S. White (Prog. Con.
Hastings-Peterborough), G. R. Bou-
cher (Prog. Con, Carleton) and
Hon. R. B. Hanson (Prog. Con.
York-Bunbury) suggested revision
of the dairy products’ policy.

The discussion was opene¢ by
Capt. White on a motion for the
House to go into committee on in-
terim supply for the provision of
certain sums from the main esti-
mates to maintain federal expendi-
tures, The day’s order of business
called for further discussion of the
resolution covering the $3,800,000,-
000 war appropriation bill.

McCarthy defled any assoclation
with these negotiations, and the
Prime Minister praised the contri-
bution mace by the minister to both
Canada and other Empire coun-
tries.

Mr. King described the over-
subscription of the $1,100,000,000
Fourth Victory Loan as “a de-
monstration of the patriotism
of the men and women of Can-
ada.” It was emphatic evidence
of national unity of purpose of
the country's fighting men in
the campaigns to come,

“I am sure that in the
heaviest fighting lies ahead,” he
warned.
