It has been
a_ difficult thing to arouse our
producers to the serlousness of
this situation.

The developenent of calf clubs
and the expansion of the baslo
foundation of herds must receive
first consideration if we are not
to suffer a disastrous recession
in the upper brackets of the dalry
cattle industry and in the whole
dairy industry of the province.

Dairy receints continue to op-
erate at levels above that of the
last year. Wor the week ending
Pebruary 5th, 41,056 pounds of
creamery butter were manufactur-
ed in comparison with  29.010

pounds for the same perlod last
year, an improvement of 41.5%.

Our butter production in Janu-
ary this year was 320,471 pounds
as against 147,779 pounds for last
year,

an increase of 49.2%. But-

ter prices are definitely up against
the ceiling and the product is in
kesn. demand. Apparently the
appearance of margarine on some
of our Maritime markets is not
affecting, at the present time at
least, the position of the dairy
cow.
Feeds

It would be impossible to give
the picture of values on all the
feeds that are being manufactured
at the present time and sold on
the market, because of the great
varlations and . differences. in
the composition, the purpose and
quality of these feeds, We would

Eggs and Poullry

There has been no appreclable
change in the egg and poultry
market during the week. Produc-
tion is steady with quality good.
There has been some accumulation
of egzs on dealers floors and eggs
will in all likelihood be packed
for storage or driers.

The demand for eggs from other
Maritime points is slow and ap-
parently production in this area
is increased considerably.

Thres chick hatcheries are in
operation at the 'present time and
this has the effect of absorbing
eggs which otherwise would go
into consumptive channels.

Registered egg grading . station
operators continue to quote  pro-
ducers for ungraded eggs AL 37,
AM 35, AP 28, B 31, C 26.

Wiholesalers are quoting for the
graded pack loose, f.0.b. station,
AL 41'2; AM 39%; AP 33; B 35;

Some wholesalers have reduced
prices to retailers for the graded
cartoned pack and are now quot-
ing Grade A Targe 46, A Medium
44, B loose 38.

Since prices have been reduced
from January, many retallers re-
port increased sales.
