CANON SIMPSON DEALT WITH

HISTORY OF THE
CHURCH %

IN SERMON YESTERDAY
Letters Read ‘From Bishops and
Other Extolling Work of
St. ' Peters
In St. Peters Cathedral on Sunday

morning, it being the fiftieth anniver-
sary of the opening of the Church,
Rev. Canon Simpson in his sermon
dealt with the subject. Although the
jubilee is to he observed in September
he thought it hardly fitting that the
anniversary should pass  without
some reference to it.  As the church
had been built for the glory of God
he thought it well on the Festival of
the Trinity that thanks should be
given to God for the guidance and
protection granted by the Almighy
during the half century.

He traced the history of St,.Peter's,
which had been built a& a Mission
Chureh in what at that time was a
very undesirable portion of the city
called “the Bog,” inhabifed by a law-
less element of white and dolorel
people.  While he could not claim iha:
the great (hange which has = taken
place in that neighborhood was due
entirely to the church he declared®tha*
it certainly” had a great influence in
improving conditi i s,

Young in vears ag St. Peter': is,
said Canon Simpson, it is yet: the
oldest church edifice in the city, with
the excenfon’ of the Methodist, all
the others kaving heen huilt at a more
recent da‘e.

The ‘church serviceg at St. Peler’s
drew large congregations of those who
desired a brighter form of worsh'y
thap that to which they were ac
customed, «nd others came at first for
the “amusenment” it afforded them,
but even to those it was often the case
that “those who came to scofl remain-
ed to pray.” :

Outside the Church of England there
was no observance of the church’s
seasons—n=2ver such crowded . cén-
gregations liere on such occasions as
Christmas or Easter. In the course of
time the various denominations begdn
to make their services more attractivo
—they put in powerful organs—enlarg-
ed their choirs—introduced anthems
solog and qguartettes—published their
programmes of Easter and Christmas
Tnusic and introduced all sorts  of
novelties., In the meantime the ser-
vice at St. Feter's has never varied.
The church’s seasons have been re-
verently observed-—no etforts have
bheen made ‘o draw crowds by promis-
ing them wmusical treats or by sub
stituting entertainment for worship.

It is sometimes said, continued
Cagon Simpson that our congregation
is much smaller than it used to be
but this is not the case. 1 have a list
by my predecessor
and it is just as large an adult mem-
bership as in his time. There are
more communicants. and our -income
Eas more than doubled. It is true that
the church attendance is considerably
gmaller than formerly—those who
were attracted by the novelty of
the services or by the oratory of the
first incumbent, or the desire to make
gome recogonition of the great festiv-
als of the ehurch come no longer—the
crowds who used to attend on Easter
Day for ‘nstance, have no need now
to leave their own places of worship.

Has St. Peter's justified its exist-
ence during the past fifty years? What
it has don: for individual souls will
never be known till the Day of Judg-
ment, but, <aid, the gpeaker, we can

~sec some results of its teachings.

It has set forth the worship of God
in the beauty of holiness—its services
are conducted reverently—there is an
atmosphere about it which conduces
to reverence—witness the congrega-
tions even on such occastons as fash-
ionable weddings.The chapel, which is
the most beautiful in Canada—impres.
ses everyone with the {eeling that it is
indeed a Fiouse of God. $St. Peter's,
too, has taught the Faith definitely
and clearly. - It has impressed upon
its members that it ig a real spiritual
home and it retains their affections
long after they have left here.

" | Although it has suffered by the exodus

of our young people year after year
the Church in other parts of Canada
and in the United States has profited
by bur losd. It has set an example to
the whole diocese for generous giving
for church purposes, It has had an in-
fluence exceeded by few churches in
Canada upon the church lite of the
adjoining provinces.
