While the Victory Loan campaign is going
well, it is necessary to remember that the goal is
not yet attained and that, regardless of the mag-
nificent successes of our Allied arms in Eur-
ope, every dollar of- the Loan will be urgeiltly
needed. Even a formal announcement of Ger-
many's unconditional surrender would not change
this situation; it would only accentuate the
vital importance of this Eighth Victory !.Ua!l.

Huge fighting forces must bc man.ltamcd
and transferred to Asia to participate in our
still unfinished war with Japan. That, to-
gether with the necessary munitions and sup-
plies, will require vast sums of money, Al)‘ul it is
by- no means all.  There are the provisions to
be made for repatriating, rehabilitating, hos:
pitalizing and pensioning many thousands ' of
our returning veterans. For humanitv's sake and
for our own protection we must do our share
in curbing plague and famine conditions through-
out the world. - Then again, Victory Bonds pre-
vent inflation, provide employment, future sec-
urity and post-war purchasing power—all fac-
tors to he kept constantly in mind, even in midst
of general rejorcing over the defeat of Nazism.

An Appalling Object Lesson

“Germany today.” comments the Necw York
rimes, “is proof positive and absolute of the bank-
ruptcy of the idea of conquest. Let those who
say despairingly that there must be other great
wars Jook at Germany's opportunities as they
were 10 years ago, at her investment in the ef-
fort to realize them, and at the results. This is
the most horrible object-lesson in all history. The
business of aggression has been the most ghast-
ly and grotesque failure of any enterprise
known to man.”

Germany, the T'imes goes on to say, had a
great capital wealth, magnificent technical
equipment, armies of scientists, engineers and
trained workers. Germany had a great culture,
philosophers, muisicians, artists, creative writ-
ers.  Germany had also—hard as it is to be-
lieve now—the respect of her neighbors. Fin-
ally, Germany had a stalwart race — not superior
to other races, but sane and healthy and cour-
ageous.

Now all is gone. Germany's capital wealth
is swept away; her culture is distorted, dis-
graced and degraded; her honor is dead; her
voung men, whom she sought to build up into
strong animals without pity, without consci-
ence, and without imagination, are dead by the
millions, with millions more maimed or crippled,
and still more millions fugitives without shelter
or food.

“Germany made her fabulous investment of
all the things that men value in order to dom-
inate Europe, in order to dominate the world.
She ends ruined, humiliated, dishonored, with
her territory under foreign domination. In every
asset that makes for civilization she is insolvent.
In every item that makes for success in war,
even in the defence of her own cities. she has
shown herself insolvent. She sold her soul for
nothing, and worse than nothing."

And finally :

“This is the outcome of the business of
conquest in the fifth decade of the twentieth
century. The revulsion of the world against it is
based on love of liberty, on mercy, on tender-
ness. But conquest is bankrupt on its own
terms, Tt cannot succeed. Tt raises up a power
greater, as it is more human, than itseli, Can
we not hope that this lesson, above all others,
will be read and pondered at San Francisco?"”

Marine Weed

Industries

Continued expansion in the Irish moss in
dustry is reported in the current issue of Fish-
erics News Bulletin, credit for this being given
chiefly of Fisheries Research Board activities
during recent years, since the war cut off
LEuropean moss supplies. It is noted that the
moss is harvested in Prince Edward Island and
several parts of Nova Scotia and that the total
quantity handled runs to a million pounds or
nmore annually.  There are other marine weeds
which are making money for the Dominion,
such as dulse, kelp, and a plant known scien-
tifically as Gracilaria which has turned up in
British Columbia waters; but much the greater
part of the total marketed value return comes
from the trade in Irish moss. Dulse is sold
in the dried form for food purposes, though not
a great deal of it is marketed—say, 50 or 6o
thousand pounds a year, dried weight. High
in iodine content, it is harvested mainly in
Bay of Fundy areas of New Brunswick and
Nova Scotia.

Up to the present Western Nova Scotia has
been the only part of Canada where kelp has
been gathered commercially, Most of the land-
ings are shipped, green, to the United States,
where they are used in manufacturing some
chemical compounds, Harvestings of some
mixed sea weeds in Nova Scotia are used chiefly
in the production of sea-weed meal.

In the cowrse of the Budget debate in the
Legislature recently, Premier Jones stated that
a new and much quicker ‘method of ' bleaching
Irish moss had been discovered accidentally, and
that consideration was heing given to having the

" moss bleached here under the process. This
is something which doubtless the Reconstruction

kind' of project which should be thoroughly
investigated with the least possible delay, if we
are to maintain the lead we have established
in this new and profitable activity.

Air Car Ferry

- From a publication issued by the British Air-
craft Society comes the following interesting
statement : :

Visitors to the Isle'of Wight will be able to
have their cars flown across the Solent, if
plans now being made by Port;mouth Avia-
tion Ltd. come to fruition. The company pro-
poses. to ‘acquire a fleet of Bristol Freighter
transports for the new car air ferry.

The Freighter, now under development, is
the aerial equivalent to the ocean tramp, or coast-
er. It has been designed to carry heavy and
bulky loads up to five tons, at a direct opera-
tion cost, in the most favorable conditions; as
low as a shilling a ton-mile. Its spacious hold
will be capable of taking a loaded three-ton
lorry, which will be driven straight in up a ramp.

It will therefore be capable of taking the
largest limousine.

Flying cargo boats which will pick up fish
at the fishing grounds and fly it to inland mar-
kets is a proposal that will be enacted in the
not too distant future, Mr. Ralph H. Oshorn,
director of the -Massachusetts Division of Mar-
ine Fisheries, states.
