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DEATH OF DR. TAYLOR.
Our citizens received a profound shock
last evening on learning of the death of
Dr. F, P. Taylor.
time in failing health, but no one antici-
pated his early demise, Shortly after P
o'clock last evening he was takn sud-
denly worse and Dr. S. R. Jenkins, who
resides next door was hastily called in but
the patient was already beyond mortal
ald. We retained consciousness to the
last and passed peacefully away at 9.30
o'clock.
Dr. Francis Perley Taylor, was born in
Studhola, near Sussex, New Brunswick,
and received his early education there.His
medioal course in which he distinguished
himself, was completed in Edingurgh. He
first practised his profession in Sussex,
and thereis probably no instance in the
history of the profession in the Maritime
Provinces where a young doctor so quick-
ly obtatned a large and lucrative practice.
In his profession his ambition was bound-
[ess, and down to the close of his active
career as a practitioner he kept himself a.
breast of the times in regard to the latest
discoveries and appliance sin medicin and
surgery.
In 1869 he removed to this city and here
he quickly obtained enduring success in
the profession which he loved, until he
became. its recognised leader in this
Province, In the meantime, and
'throughout his life he took aun earnest
interest in the advancement of education
and rendered mostvaluable service asa
member of the City School Board. The

and develop t, as a noble and
greatly useful Institution largely to Dr.
Taylor. To it he gave liberally of his ta)-
ents, time and money., He was in fact
the friend of all usecful and progressive

mea sures.

Dr. . Taylor was a man of more than
ordinary force of character; resolute,
gincere and c¢arnest in  whalever he
undertook and always outspoken for the
cause of right. Thete was no truer
friend; there was none who more heartily
despised fraud, pretence and sham. He
prospered ¢ most men in his
profession, and won the respect of all to
whom he was known. In his occasional
public addresses as in private life, he set
up lofty ideals. And now, ‘“after lifes
fitful fever he sleeps well,”

Mrs. Taylor to whom he was married
in 1809, three sons and one daughter sur-
vive him. The sons are Richard N, Trev-
elyn H. andRussel, opticians, Montreal,
and the daugh!er Perle B, at home., The

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THE CUBAN TROUBLE.

In any endeavor to understand the
Cuban trouble it is well to remember that
in nearly all the Spanish Americans repule
lics the revolutionary habit prevails. The
defeated party-in an elevtion resorts to'
arms, and appeals from the battle of ball-
ots to one of the bullets, In fact the
Opposition would be counted a rather
sphiless party should it submit quietlyZto
defeat, at the polls. Polities, even in
Mex!co ran on these linesifor fifty years
until D'az arose,—one of the strongest
men that Spanish America as produced
—and gave his country the boon of settled
orderly government. It i a dull year
in South America or the Spanish West
Indies that does not envolve at least an
incipient insurrection.

Cuba, with a white population of a
million and half as many colored, had
seven years of warfare with Spain, when
the United States intervened six years
ago and gave her freedom. Prosperity
followed, and this has been a contribatory
cause to the present trouble. The revolu-
tionary element has become a little bored
with peace and order; besides, the restor-
ed plantations afford tempting chances
for loot, the memory of which is still fresh
in the popular mind, President Palma,
having before led a revolution against
Spain, might reasonably expect that his
own power would be tested in the same
way. Besides, there has been, apparently
a lot of corruption in both the political
and judicial life of the country,
