the will, courage and necessary
knowledge will win through

The Doctor is a firm believer in
the advantages of the rancher
raising a preportion of white face
foxes There is a beauty and sharp-
ness to them nct feund in ordinary
silvers, and those who take the
trouble to make good selections
and use careful breeding methcds
will certainly be rewarded by
better average prices for their
pelts.

The Doctor plans to spend the
remainder of tfw week here, leav-
ing on a return trip which will
take him through varlous ranches
of Canada and therce through the
(United States ¢o St. Louis. His
territery includes the fox fanming
zones of Canada and the United
States and he is prcbably covering
more ground than almost anyone
connected with fur farming.

F J. Kennedy who is inspecting
fox ranches for the Provincial
Government, Is of the opinien that
the number of pelts that will be
marketed in this province this sea-
son will not exceed 20,000, and this

includes a 40% cut of breeding
steck,  Mr Kennedy has been
thrcugh most of King’s and

Queens' counties but states he has
not visited Prince County ranches,
but frcam  information rcceived he
believed that bhis figures are okay.
He also said that color of the foxes
this year is the best he has sten
but that pelting shculd not take
place untl] mid-December, because
mest of the foxes have been fed
on cubes cr cereals with meat and
will require a Jonger ime to de-
velop a proper coat of fur.

Frcm a s.udy cf the growth of fur
hairs, it a2s boen found that the

young ha:r first appears as a pig-
ment:d  wedge-caaped structure
situated in the fox skin.

deeply
This scon elongates into a typical
fur hair and by the t'me it has
reached full growth the lower €nd,
embedded in the skin, is found to
be devoid of pigment. The coloring
matter has all passtd out into the
hair shaft which represents that
portion of the ha'r above the skin,
while the haiy roct, ¢: the part em-
bedded in the skin, is seen to be
translucent and withcut pigment.
This c¢hange accounts fcr the un-
I)igmcmcd appearance of prime
callier.

During the period of grewth of
fur hairs, the black pigment or
coloring matter continues dcwn in-
to the roots cf the fur hairs and the
gkin is unprime. It is the massed
effect of these nented  hair
rcots which gives primed pelts
thelr characteristically pigmented
arpearance

Fox fur is chiefly compeos'd of

two kinds of fur kncwn as the
guard fur and underfur The
coarser guard fur ccvers the un-

derfur and prevents it from matt-
ing in the fully furred pelts In a

study ¢f ths growih of fur, guard
heirs are fecund to precede that of
the underfor {n ercwth over the
bedy  cf (e fox  However, the

growth of the new ccat of fur in

we autumn dces not take
simultaneously over gl) body sure
faces of the fox but follows a de-
finite sequence. Usually the new
fur appears first on ' the belly
(ventral) surface of the anima] ang
contirues up the sides of the body
and finally alcng the back. The

Ccnst?qugnbly, since the fur
reaches its full growth in the
prime phase, therefore tr- region

at the nape of the neck of the fox
Is the last area of the body surface
to beccme prime.

However, as growth of the un-
derfur lags behind that of the
guerd fur, the prime state is not
acdaineq until the underfur has
reachied its maximum density and
grewth at the back of the nzck of
the fox This fact serves as a very
ussful guide in the examinaticn
cf live foxes tp dctermine whether
cr not thev have reached the prime
slate. Examinaden of the skin of
this bcdy area by parting the fur
will usually show {he presence or
absince of pigmentation in the
leather. In the prime condition the
«cather is a clear flesh color and
upcn microscopic  examination of
the roct ends ¢f a few hairs plucked
frcm this area, they will be fcund
to be devoid of gmentation.

From a knowledge of the sequ-
ence of the growth of the fur and
therefore of the priming process
over the body of the fox, we know
that if the area at the marpe of the
neck of the fox is fully furred
then the rest of thie pelt must al-
rg:fdy have preached the prime
state.

priming process, however,

place as
early in the season in pup foxes
as in adult animals. Studies car-
ried out at the Dominion Exper-
jmental Fox Ranch showed that
in grocups of pup {foxes recelving
the same diet and hcused under
ccmparable conditions, primeness
occurred about 3 to 4 weeks later
than in adult foxes.

It has also been noted that cer-
tain strains of foxes prime earlier
in the season than others. Heavy
feeding of meat tends to force the
growth of fur bairs, particularly
the guard fur, while the cereal por-
tion of the raticn tends to fatten

foxes and favor a denser growth
of underfur. If a fox ration cin-
rtion of

tains too high a prc
cerea] early in the ff season,
the foxes become overfat and the
underfur grows at the expense of
the guard fur, giving rise to a
woolly pelt with thin leathier that
tends to break open readily and is
deficient in guard fur hairs

Tdeal conditions are attained
when a balanced growth of guard
and undenfur takes place and the
fur reaches the prime state before
it begins to go off color.,

Oolor in fox pelis {s affected by
several factors, some of which are
comMon with those hastening or
retarding the ss. Cer-
tain dietary factcrs are known to
have a definite tendency to cauce
fox fur to go off color. Among
these the feeding of falty fish such
as smelts, capliin, mackerel and
herring have becn found to cause
the fur to lose its jet black color
and to assume a rusty hue. Fish-
meal has been proven to lighten the
color of fox fur, particularly the
underfur, giving the animals a
grey appearance.

The heavy feeding of horsemeat
and whole milk mk:zav;'x alsowtgeex;
suspected of forc e 0.
fox fur and shortening &X: period
during which the fur is prime be-
fore the color deteriorates.

Other environmMmental agencles
which are known to cause off-
coloured pelts are ultra violet rays
of sunlight in the presence of
moisture. Thus foxes which are
lcused in pens exposed to the rain
and sun usually have pelts of in-
ferior color to those kept in cover-
ed sheds. Similarly, it is found
that in sheds which have wire
floors there is less straining of the
belly fur frcm urine and ammonia
fumes than on board floored pens.
However, scme cutting or chafing
of the fur around the hips takes
place in wire flocred pens. Tuis
can be reduced to some extent by
using 1 inch mesh wire and by
bedding the wire floors with hay or
straw during the furring season.
The bedding, however, must be
kept changed regularly or it will
become solled with urine and
feces and will defeat the punpcs
¢f the sanitary wire-flcored ns
Wuere labor is scarce it would Le
advisable to cmit such bedding aral
the slight chafing of the fur caused
by the bare wire wculd be more
than ccmpensaud for by clear-

, ness in color of the fur cf the pelts

foxes When
f are furred cut cn wire bot-
tcmed pens care should be taken
to see that the pens are not too
drafty as this condition causes ex-
(essive drying of the fur and there-
by reducing its desirability and
value. By closing In the sides of
such pens with wceaen shutters or
faclory cocton the excessive evapor-
ation can be contrelled

In order to obtain maximum
priccs for fcx peits they should be
geod color in the underfur, guard
and siivered hairs. This necessit-
ates that the skins be taken frcm
the foxes, usually just as they are
reaching thie prime state in order
to retain this clear color. However,
primencss should not be altogether
sacrificed to save color, as un-
prime sking are flat and unfini:hed
and they will also lack appearance
and durabality when Manufact-
ured into articles of wearing ap-
parel, A serious defect of un-
prime pelts is that the roots of the
fur hairs are so deeply embedded
in the skin thet they are often sev-
ered in the fleshing and scraping
of the leather. This causes the fur
hairs to locse their anchorage in
the skin, with the result that they
teccme loose and readily pull out
ilpm  garments  manufactured
1.cm such pelts.

Fur buyers select clear coloured,
fully furred, prime skns with gocd
leather fcr the manufacture of
high grade fur garments and they
are willing to pay greater pric:s to
the ranctier for such fox pelts
Tuerefore, it is advisable to ex-
amine your foxes regularly during
the furring seascn and keep a re-
cord of those foxes which are be-
coming fully furred, sel:ctng them
individvally fcr pelting as th» for
