opened preemtively, and thus North
was afraid that four-spade bid

- might lead to a large penalty.

Actually, there was no reason for
North to be so passimistic despite
his singleton spade and also des-
pite the fact that his partner was
not using the solld-suit type of
three-bid. South’s vulnerable open-
ing announced that -ability to win
seven tricks with spades as trump,
with or without trump support in
North’s hand, and since North’s
holding promised two sure tmricks,
with a good chance for wnother
trick in the club suit, it was safe
to assume that the combined hands
would make either nine or ten
tricks at a spade contract. As it
happened, South's opening bid was
an absolute minimum. jn view of
the vulnerability, and yet, with-
out any notable luck, South man-
aged to make four des.

This, while admitting that North
had a very close decision, a fair
observation would be that he had
no reason to “hang” one trick short
of game.
