James B, Conant, President of
Harvard University, and Gen. John
J. Pershing today wad enactment
of a compulsory military training
law, contending it would tend to
keep the United States out of war
ml uwould build up the ' national
spirit.

They testified at the opexélax}q of
Senate military committee h ngs
on a compulsory training bill in-
troduced by Senator Edward Burke,
Nebraska Democrat.

Under the proposal all male citi-
zens and resident aliens who have
filed notice of intention to become
citizens would be reguired to regis-
ter. Men between 21 and 45 would
be trained for the armed servicesin
numbers and at times decided upon
by the President and Congress, Ser=-
vice would be for eight months, un-
less an emergency required a long

riod. Able led men from 18

21 and from 45 to 65 would be
required to take only home defence
training. They would be pa'd $5 a
menth.

this club from the start; we regu- !
lated the difference (which was 3!
or 4 cents previous to our organiza-
tion) to 2 cents per . By taking
a delivered price at plants this
differential was further reduced
to 1 1-2 cents, while with the in-
troduction of rail grading has giv-
en many shippers an extra ad-
vantage.

The second factor that presents
itself is one of convenience. The
oullet for marketing hogs is at our
door. Both summer and winter we |
are open for business. Formerly we
shipped monthly. Now in bi-month-
ly shipments we are able to take
care of the marketing of our hogs
when they have attained proper
weight and finish. This in itself in
no small measure contributed to
better financial returns,

Bducationally farmers should
benefit in being members of a
shipping club, The attendance a?’
meetings where feeding care of

brood sows and markets with all

vagaries necessitate constant atten-

tlon and study. Live stock market- |
ing reports have been circulated to

a large number of shippers which |
when raad can be made use of very
conveniently by children in line of |
seribblers  On loading days shipp- |
ers congregate in crouns to discuss
feeds, grades ete. It is quite inter-
esting to note how some shippers
can finish their hogs in 5 months.
Others are eager to know how they
do it. The feeding of hogs to show
profit over the cost of production
is a problem that should be in-
vestigated by all hog raisers,
Broadly speaking hog raising
should be a desirable branch of
farming in that when we feed
grain or other feed produced on a
farm 1-5 is sold while 4-5 goes
back to the farm in the form of
manure Nevertheless shippers
must have cash and consequently
a substantiul profit should be
realized as well.
