After  the  stroke his condition
pecame &0’ serious dootors rushed
him to Toronto Ceneral Hospital
where he died.

Mr. Nicholson was oné of On-
tario's best known lumbermen. At
the age of 16 years he started rail-
way construction work: with the
Canadian Pacific Rallway in 1884
At the turn of the cemury he went
into the timber business in North-
ern Ontario. Only recently he re-
tired from active management of
the {irm of Austin and Nicholson
which he orzanized.

He was first elected to the
House of Commons for Algoma
East in the general elections of
1017. He was defeated in 1021 and
in 1026 but elected in 1828 and
