OTTAWA, May 10 —(CP)— The
Ottawa Journal sald today in a
newspage story that registration
carés of married men between the
ages of 26 and 30 have been sent to
mobilization boards, preparatory to
their call-up for military service.

‘The story continued:—

“This new class, like the others
which have preceded it, would be
called up by proclamation, but when
this could be expected Mr. Mac-
Namars. (Arthur MacNamara, dir-
ector of National Selective Service)
declinec! to say.

“ ‘When the call will be sent out.”
he declared, “Depends entirely upon
the circumstances.

“ ‘We are preparing for it any-

way.
“ “The registration carcs of the
eligible men have been gathered
together and sent to the mobiliz-
ation boards,

“ ‘When it becomes necessary to
call up the married men in that
older age group we will be in read-
iness to co it.

K. Special Request to Employers:

Each employer with threc or more mea
covered by this Order m his employ
requested to co-operate by getting in
touch with the Employment and Sclec-
tive Service Office, to arrange a time for
the interviews of his employees.

L. Authority:

This Order is issued ander authority
conferred on the Minister of Labour by
National Selective Service Civilian Regu-
Jations (P.C. 246 of Jenmary 19th, 1943,
and amending Orders m Council).
