Cutting Season
of Asparagus

(Experimental Farms News)

Asparagls must not be cut over
too long a period, Since the present
year's asparagus crop was develop-
ed from food stored the previous
year, therefore, enough time must
elapse from the end of ths cutting
season for the plants to store fo®
for shoot development the next
year, Recommendations have been
made that outting should end be-
tween June 1st and July 1st. At the
Dominion Experimental Farm,
Agassiz, B.C. it has been shown
that the actual number of weeks
of cutting is impcrtant. T, H
Anstey of that farm states that
experiments show that after cut-
ting an equal number of similar
plots for periotds of 8 and 12 weeks
respectively a ater vield was
obtained from the 8§ Wweeks plot
than from the 12 weeks plot,

For the first two yea:s of the ex-
periment both plots were cut for 8
weeks and yielded the same amount
of asparagus, The thind year, how-
ever, one series of plots Wag cut
for 12 weeks while the other series
was cut for only 8 weeks, This year,
series A (the 12 weeck plots) yleld-
ed 167 pounds while B (the 8 week
plots) yielded 106 pounds. In two
years, however. there were 238
pounds cut from series B-and only
218 pcunds out fron series A, The
difference has gradually become
greater until last year, after 5
years, series B gave 301 pounds
while series A (the 12 week plots
gave only 263 pounds.

1t is readily seen that s heavy
cutting gives higher ylelds ior the
first two years but this increased
stimulation soon results in &
dwarfing of the plant with a sub-
sequent decrease in yield, In order
to get the highest ylelds from an
asparagus bed 1t is not only es-
sential to amply manure but the
plants must not be cut too heavily,
From this experiment it would seem
that 8 weeks of outting over a
long period of years will give the
best results.

A Fateful Blunder

“As has happened before in our
jsland  bistory, by remaining
steadfast and unyielding — stub-
born if will—against & con-
tinental tyrant we reached the
moment when the tyrant made &
fatal blunder. . . .even  Hitler
makes mistakes sometimes.”

The Russians “like us, were re-
solved never to glve In. They
poured out their blood upon their
native soll” and “sustained losses
which no other country or gov-
ernment has ever horne in s0
short a time,” Mr. Churchill said.

Then, he added, “Hitler made
his second grand blunder. He for-
got about the winter, There is &
winter, you know, in Russia.”

Hitler, he said, “must have been
very loosely educated” to have
forgottqn about the Russian win-
ter.

“So besotted is this man” Mr.
Ohurchill continued, “in his lust
for blood and conquest, so lasting
is the power he wields over the
lives of Germans, that he even
blurted out the other day thab
his armies would be better clotti-
ed and his locomotives better pre-
pared for their second winter in
g.uscsn. than they were for the

rst.

“There was an admission about
the length of the war that struck
a chill into German hearts as cold
as the icy winds of Russia

Time to Strike Hard

Declaring that a “British and
presently an American bombing
offensive against Germany will
be one of the principal features
of this year’s world war,” the
Prime Minister sald now is the
time to strike hard, when the Ger-
man armies are “bleeding and
burning up” in Russia and news
of casualties by hundreds of
thousands is streaming back to
Germany,

“Now is the time,” he said, “to
bring honfe to the German people
the wickedness of their rulers
by destroying under their very
eyes the factories and seaports on
which their war effort dependi."

Already, he said, Hitler is mifg-
ling threats and “whinings” in
appeals to British public opinion
to put a stop to these “severe forms
of warfare."

But, he added, “those days are
gone” when Hitler propaganda
films showed big bombers being
loaded up and the smoke and
dust of ruined cities as object les-
sons to prospective victims of con-
quest,

Other Way Around

can send here.”

France’s Morale
Being Subjected .
To Severe Trial

(By ANDRE DIETHELM)

LONDON, May 10—(CP)—To be
truthful, I must admit there are
collaborators in France. Indeed,
their numbers are few but the fact
must not be concealed,

There are, first of all, a small
number of men in the pay of the
enemy, as is unfort,unabeg' the case
in all the countries occupied by
Germany. These men signed their
pact with the Devil a long time ago.

There are politicians who were in
need of money or were led by per-
sonal ambition to play any card.
There are journalists who once were
unable to sell their articles. These
men, most of them known and de-
spised before the war, are traitors.

Besides these, other men may
have believed in good faith that
Germany alone was capable of
prosecut,in% the war until victory
and that it would be useful and
neﬁessary to help her achieve that
end,

Factories Regimented

Undoubtedly, the conviction gen-
erally coincided with fear, apart
from personal interest, At present,
a factory cannot go on working in
France umnless it is turning out war
material for the Germans. Truly, it

not a question of manufactur-
ing an entire tank or airplane; bub
merely separate pieces whose des-
tination, to those who are not tod
inquisitive, is not too obvious,

The price paid for these supplies
is generous and so is the allocation
of raw materials, Work, or bread in
other words, is assured for those who
take employment, One can earn a
little——or much—illusory money for
oneself,

Then, there are all those who,
without pausing to reflect, believe
that it is sufficient, indeed in the
midst of general poverty, to gain
for themselves a little more power
or money, a higher position or a
further = promotion. What does
France matter if they can improve
their own careers and better their
situations, they reason,

I do not wish to hide from t'{‘ou
the fact that such lapses—and they
are the only ones that count, for
the actions of a handful of traitors
are negligible—are chiefly encount=
ered among our ruling classes,
among the men who because of
their ability, power or material
authority, partly make up the
framework of the country.

Is there anything astonishing in
this? Do you sincerely believe that
the disaster which betell us in 1940
was a mere matter of ill-luck, that
nobody in France was in any way
responsible?

Wrongly Led

On the contrary, I think that
France will have to get rid of many
of her former leaders and, because
we are an order-loving folk, I hope
that on the day of vicwriy_;. our
&ople will not only know how to

pitiless in their righteous anger,
but also that they will be able to
keep it under reasonable control
Even if there have been & few
lapses in France, our people, al=
most in their entirety, are worthy
of admiration and respect.

Certainly, the morale of the
French is being subjected to severe
trials, Remember, that in occupied
territory, the press is entirely un-
der control of the Germans and
writes at their dictation.

In the unoccupied zone, the few
newspapers which want to safe=
guard some vestiges of independ=
ence print the numerous official
communiques and apart from them
only literary articles.

In the two zcnes, the radio
spreads the news given out by Nazi
propaganda bureaux. On the screen
in Vichy France, you see members
of the ex-servicemen's legion
marching past, or queer céremon=
fes presided over by vanquished
generals. In the occupied zone,
newsreels picture battle in which
the Germans have the upper hand,
the Fuehrer on his travels, aircraiv
pombing English towns,

To avoid demonstrations of pub-
iic feeling, the halls are kept light-
ed and loud-speakers warn the
audiences to remain silent.

Hope and Despair

The French people, whose only

information is obtained from the
. B. C,, during the past vear have
one through alternate periods of
nope and despair,

We did not fully realize what the
Battle of Britain actually was, cr
how the German air force lost all
chance of gaining the mastery of
the skies. We followed anxiously
the United States' entry into the
struggle, the progress of its war in-
dustries, the increasing figures o
aireraft production, the successive
adjustments of the Neutrality Act,
and the admirable policy followed
by President Roosevelt.
