a large percentage of the popula-

tion resists the tubercle bacillus.
This implies that the person at.
tacked possesses power of resist-
ance which eiable him either to
destroy the invading bacilli, or to
render them harmless,

“It has recently been demon-
strated in this connection that the
disease is usually acquired in child-
hood, which means that if the dis-
ease is recognized sufficiently
early, and the child is placed und-
er good hygienic conditions, there
is a good chance of effective re-
sistance and immunity against a
second attack beng set up.

“Evidence indicates that the pre-
sence of the tubercle prevents a
second invasion. It further out-
breaks take place, they would

than to fresh infectiom.”

That thé disease to a certain
extent regulates itselt is brought
out by the fact that persons mi-
grating from a tuberculosis free
region into a large city are highly
susceptible to the malady; troops
from clean countries were found
prone to the disease in France
under wartime conditions.  Thus
a country which could succeed in
ridding itself of the plague, would
leave its subjects highly sensitive,
should  they migrate to infected
areas.

Improvement {n general hygienic
conditions whereby individual and
communal resistance ig built up,
was advocated as the first of pre-
ventive measures by the speaker.

“Secondly,” he said, ‘'"as every
case of tuberculosis must arise
from a previous case, either human
or bovine, it i8  necessary that
methods of early diagnosis, and
segregation of the more infective
types be provided for. The model
Tuberculosis Scheme now advocat-
ed in Great Britain makes full pro-
vision in requiring the establish-
ment of dispensaries, sanatoria,
hospitals. and colonies.”

Too much faith is likely to be
placed in the efficacy of tubercul-
in methods of limiting infection,
Major General Bruce warned. He
would advocate caution in' assess-
ing the claims, frequently hasty
and extravagant, advanced by ad-
ventures in thig field of research.

Among minor weapons with
which those fighting the plague
must arm themselves, is the pro-
vision of a sound milk supply.
“The contamination of our herds
at home i so great that no pains
should be spared to secure a
sound milk supply,” Sir David con-
fessed.

More  recent than the under-
(standing of bacterial diseases is
the ‘working out, of infectious mal-
adies which . are due to protozoa,
minute parasites which multiply in
the blood. Precise knowledge of
this group dates from the discov-
ery of the laria parasites in
1880 by  the Frenchman Laveran.
Followng this, the casual organ-
isms of Texas fever, sleeping sick-
ness and fever were” located, and
the part pluyed by insects and
animals in the transmission deter-
mined, “These protozoai diseases
are world wide, like the bacterial,
but it is in the warmer climates
that their effect is most felt,” said
Dr. Bruce. ‘Large tracts of
country are still randered unin.
habitable by their presence.

“The protozoal diseases of
domestic anximals have also led to
enormous loss in all parts of the
world.

“How can they be prevented?
Up to the ‘present, little can be
done by way of vaccination or ino-
culation, or by the use of anti-
sera as in the case of bacterial dis-
eases. On studying the natural his-
tory of these protozoal parasites,
however, it is found that many of
them depend on an intermediate
insect host for their continued ex-
istence, and it is by taking advant-
age of this characteristic that meth
ods of prevention can be devised.”

The methods adopted in the era-
dication  of malaria, yellow fever
and sleeping sickness, were out-
lined. Commissions in Zululand and
Uganda, determined in turn that
nagana, an ailment afflicting cat--
tle, was transmitted through tsetse
flies, and that a similar alterna-
tion prevailed in the case of sleep-
ing sickness which was taking
heavy toll of the natives in Central
Africa. In either disease, the or-
ganism which caused it lived al-
ternately on the flies, and the ani-
mal host. Methods of control were
readily developed when this: was
appreciated, and': the hospitals
where the sufferers had languish-
od, were soon closed up. In the
case of the sleeping sickness, the
natives were removed to islands
not infested with the flies, while
in the case of yellow fever and
malaria, the insects were brought
under control,

“The victory in regard to yellow
fever has bheen almost won. Thanks
to the unremitting efforts of the
late General Gorgas and the Inter-
national Health Board of the Rocke
feller Foundation, the disease has
been driven out of the West Indies
and Central America, and only re-
tains a precarious foothold in Mexi
co and Brazil.

“Much experimental work on
malaria has been done in the Unit-
ed States, and Vindent, the presi-
dent of the Rockefeller Foundation
|states that there is evidence under
normal conditions that an average
,community can.rid itself of malaria
at a per capita cost of from 45
cents to $1 per year.”

In the cases of other diseases
reviewed in the address, such as
the familiar influenza, measles,
scarlet fever, smallpox, typhus,

‘|most as necessary to prepare means

placed under quarantine. In others,
there are well-established’ methods
of prevention even when the virus
is unknown, as with smallpox,
“This method of prevention, by
inducing a mild form ef the dis-
ease, is at best a clumsy one, and
it is to be expected that a more
fundamental method of preventing
it will be discovered, but in the
meantime the best means at our dis
posal is the use of vaccine lymph,
and people should recognize their
responsibility to the community .if
through ignorance or selfishness,
they refuse to have their children
vaccinated.”

Trench fever, brought into prom:
inence by the war, is a disease of
this type. In 1917, it was realized
that trench fever was one of the
important causes of loss of man
power in the fighting forces, but
joint efforts of the British and
American Medical forces brought
the menace under control in six
months. Although the parasite caus
ing the symptoms is so small that
it was never seen in the blood, it
was proved beyond doubt that the
method of transmission wag through
lice, and here again the cases dwin
dled when war was waged on the
insect concerned. Further confirm-
ation of the truth of the theory
was furnished at the end of the

The fatsoluble
vitamins are chiefly found in food-
stuffs such as butter, eggs, beef
and mutton fat, and fish oils, all
expensive articles of ‘diet which
the poorer classes can seldom af-
ford.”

Science. can only  discover the
causes and point the means, It
is for governments and local auth-
orities to carry out preventive
measures in practice, and it is to
be feared that science is often far
ahead of the community in its
share of the work.”

economic use of its store of fat-
soluble vitamins. An increase of
the prevalence of rickets in winter-
time in certain centers was attri-
buted to the decreased amount of
sunlight( but the addition of cod-
liver ofl to the diet, counteracted
this factor, and also reduced the
frequency of the ailment. Rickets
may bé regarded as a disease of
sunless houses combined with a
diet deficient in the.anti-rachitic
vitamin, and the means of pre-
ventions are obvious, if not always
casy to carry out”, the speaker
concluded.  “Doubtless in the fu-
ture, this new knowledge in regard
to the accessory food factors in
diet will be used to a greater ex-
tent than it has been up to the
present, in which case, it is not tso
much' to expect that the city chil-

are occupying the attention of in-
vestigators at the present time. t
“Antitoxic sera have been partial-
ly satisfactory in the prevention
of diseases of this type. In Ger-!
many, children have been succes-|
stully protected from measles and!
scarlet fever by injecting them
with a small quantity of sera from
convalescent patients,

“But. far more hopeful than the
protection by serum alone is the
1se of vaccine to produce lasting|
‘mmunity, combined with antitoxin
to prevent the vaccine frome pro-
ducing unpleasant results—the so
called toxin-antitoxin method,
“Recently the method of Dick of
Chicago, in scarlet fever, has been
supported by a number of observa-
tions.”

Infectious diseases are not the
only ones which recent work is
explaining, the speaker reminded.
Discases due to defective diet ex-
act an equal . toll in health and
lives, and they are receiving an eq-
ual amount of attention. “Until a
few years ago, it was taught that
a complete diet consisted of cer-
tain proportions of proteins, car
bohydrates, fats and salts, but this
has changed.

“Certain substances have been
discovered in foodstuffs in the ab-
sence of which an adequate numb-
er of calories supplied in the form
of proteins, carbohydrates, fats
and salts, can alone neither pro-
mote growth nor support life in-
definitely. . :

“These accessory food factors, or
vitamins as they have been named,
are present in such minute quanti-
ties in foods that they have never
becn isolated, and their chemical
composition is theréfore unknown,
but they are definite substances
which can be added to or removed
from foodstuff, with good or evil
results.

“The untutored savage living on
the natural fruits of the earth and
the chase knows no deficiency dis-
case, It is only when man begins
by artificial means to polish his
rice, whiten his flour, and tin his
beef and vegetables, that the troub-
le begins,

Civilized man living in comfort,
drawing his food supply from the
whole carth and able to vary his
dietary at will, is in little danger,
“It is otherwise with children
and adults lving under institution-
al conditions, with armies on active
service, encountering extremes of
climate, and with young infants on

their naturally restricted diet. De
ficiency diseases develop to a
dungerous istage only when the

and ' protracted, but a slighter de-
ficiency, if prolonged, may cause a
condition of  general ill-health
and deficiency not less important,
though difficult to diagnose. This
is of special importance in the
case of infants and young chil-

The secretion
of the pituitary gland  has been
found to cxert an enormous influ-,
mce on growth; when there ig an
excessive secreting action, a child
will grow. into a giant, and when
there is. a deficiency, it will re-
main an infant.

“The best known of the ductless
glands {8 the thyrcid, and the ef
fect of its secretion ig truly mar-
vellous. If there is a deficiency,
the child grows up a heavy featur-
ed gibbering idiot; rectffy the sup
ply of thyroid secretion, and the
heavy features disappéar, the cyes
brighten, and ‘the intelligence re-
turns. © On the other hand, if there
is an excess of the thyroid her-
maone, exophthalmic goitre, or
Grave's disease, is the result. Re-
move the redundancy, and the
hezlth returns.

“The active  principle of the
thyreid has lately been shown to
be a compound containing iodine.
If there is no jodine in the water,
as in parts of Switzerland and Can-
ada, and the United States, com-
mon goitre is the esult.” Dr.
Bruce endorsed the findings of Dr.
David Marne, of Cleveland, that
odemic goitre may be prevented
by the simple method of giving for
a time minute doses of iodine.
“This is a simple, rational and
cheap means of prevention,” he
said.

In addition, shipp-
ing by exp is expensive and
shrinkage is heuvy. Poultrymen
wiho raise Plymouth Rocks or the
heavier breeds will do better by
srowing the cockerels to five
pounds -or more, and crate fatten-
ing. There is always a good demand
for these in the fall. The man who
raises Leghorns, however, is in a
different paosition, It does not pay
to keep these for fattening in the

fall. Some breeders destroy all
Leghorn males as soon as they
can be distinguished from the
pullets, If they are raised to
broiler weights, 1% to 2% 1bs;

perhaps the best way to dispose of
them {s’'to crate them and send
them alive to a-poultry commission
merchant in Montreal or Halifax or.
other large market. A limited num-
ber can be sold at good prices on
local markets, but this demand is
soon satisfied. Another way,to dis-
pose of the Leghorn cockerels is
ta can them at home, . Sometimes
they have bheen shippd alive with
the old hens in the car lot ship-
ments, but prices realized were
only the same per 1b, as for hens.
