CANNOT FIND SINEWS.

The argument of those financers
who predict an early conclusion of
the war is that, when the three great
allied powers find it necessary to
combine in order to meet from their
common resources the immense out-
lay required to carry on the war,
Germany and Austria together can-
not much longer continue to find the
sinews of war.

Germany, it is added, cannot hope
to obtain outside financial assistance.
The United States is the only coun-
try which could help her and, as the
raising of an American war loan for
a belligerent is prohibited by the
American Government as a breach
of neutrality, German endeavors to
obtain capital there would necessarily
be restricted to secret and individual
action.
