EATEN AT CHRISTMAS

In England it is customary to
sit down to a Christmas Goose
dinner, while on this continent
Turkey is the thing. At one time
the Wild Turkey, sole native Am-
erican representative of the
Pheasant family, inha‘bited‘ the
whole of eastern North America as
far north as Maine and Southern
Ontario. But because this bird
thrives only in out of the<wa,\'.
wooded and swampy localities, it |
was gradually pushed south as
civilization progressed. Now it
can be found merely in a few
sections of the Southern States,

and is rapidly becoming as ex-
tinct as the Passenger Pigeon.

We still hear of Wild Turkeys
being discovered in Canada. Birds
seen along Lake Erie are, how-
ever, half-breeds, or, to be more
exact, mostly domestic with a
trace of wild stock in them. Thca
reported from any place west of |
Southern Ontario are not true |
Turkeys at all, but belong to the |
Cranes.

The domestic Turkey, which
originated from Mexican stock,
always shows a little white at the |
tip of the tail. This is the main |
distinguishing mark between do- |
mestic and wild birds,

An adult male Wild Turkey is 4 |
feet long, the copper-bronze plum- l
age being iridescent, head and |
neck unfeathered, with red and |
purplish skin. On first sight, itl,

appears to be dressed in Shining |
armour, on account of the fact that
each broad feather, margined in
black, has a square end. The bill
is yellowish-white tinged with
red, though the scales are out-
lined with yellowish-white. An
adult female is but 3 feel in
length, her head and neck are
pink or mpale reddish, and her
plumage lacks any metallic gloss.

Each gobbler may have as many
as three wives. Mother Turkey
hides her nest on the ground in
thick weeds or tangled shrubs.
