Until then, it was known as
“bad weed” that grev wild all
over Europe and Asia, The Dutch
went to work and developed it into
a fine garden vegetable,

was a ‘‘new” vegetable in Kliza-
bethan England, it enjoyed sucn a
vogue that ladies wore carrot
plumes on their hats. Nowadays,
it seldom stars in the millinery
world, But it's popularity as a food
has greatly increased in Canada
in the last 26 years.

The carrot's chief claim to nu-
tritional fame {s its high vitamin
A content. It's one of our top-rank-
ing vegetables in this respect. De-
| sides being a protective focd, one

might be called its “compatability.”
The carrot mixes well with other
foods, Its golden color and delicate
lﬂavor add greatly to soups, stews,
and casseroles. It's also delicious
{ baked with roast jeat and good
’combined with other  vegetables,
even with fruits,

Speaking of carrot combinations,
have you ever tried vegetable chow-
der? It's a dish you don't meet up
with every day and is simple to
make. Besides carrots, its chief
ingredients are onions and pote-
toes, both of them plentiful this
season. You'll need a bit of diced
salt pork, also.
| Start your chowder by cooking
an equal amount of cubed carrots
and potatoes together in boiling
water.  While they're simmering
away on the stove fry the cubed
pork until its crisp and brown.
Then cock a liberal amount of
chopped onions in the same fat
pork. When the potatoes and car-
rots are tender, add the fried on-
;lons and let them cook together a
i few minutes longer to become well

]seasnned. Then add the pork, scme

milk, and a bit of flour for thick-
ening, Season the chowder well
with salt and pepper and serve it
Pipng hot.

Raw carrots are as good mixers
as cooked ones, An extra tasty
form of coleslaw is made of shred-
ded carrots and cabbage. Another
good salad 1s carrots, raisins end
cottage cheese. Carrots and apples
also combine well, and raw carrots
lend a crisp touch to salads made
